PASSAGE I:

Effective ocean governance requires not only regional and international cooperation
but also effective management by coastal states. throughout their own zones of
maritime jurisdiction. Ensuring that sovereignty and sovereign nghts at sea are rehably
enforced has become a leading national security concern for all coastal states,
particularly since the expansion of coastal state jurisdiction enshrined in the Law of
the Sea Convention (LOSC); and. in ‘particular, the promulgation of the regime of the
exclusive economic zone (EEZ). The eoncept of the archipelagic state also was a novel
aspect of the Convention, with particular national importance for Indonesia and the
Philippines, as well as for regional and other significant maritime user states. To some
degree, the international political legitimacy of coastal state claims to the full range of
maritime zones allowed under the Convention depends on their ability to enforce that
Jurisdiction and uphold coastal state responsibilities and to be seen to be doing so in an
effective mannerover time.

Pressure grew steadily on coastal states in the post-War decades to claim increasing
and exclusive jurisdiction over adjacent sea areas, leading to a number of high profile
disputes and crises, particularly over access to fisheries, Once the EEZ regime had
been agreed and states began to claim the maximum jurisdiction allowable of an
exclusive economic zone stretching to a distance of 200 nautical miles seaward of sea
baselines, the enforcement problem for coastal states actually became more difficult
rather than easier, as states were forced to pay far greater attention to, and expend
grater resources upon, the requirements of surveillance of their respective offshore
estates. Growing demand for o1l and a political need 1in many petroleum 1mport-
dependent states to reduce that dependence following the oil shocks of the 1970s and
early 1980s—often in the name of national "energy security"—also led coastal states to
explore their offshore estates as at least part of the solution.

PASSA GF i

Unmanned aeral vehicles (UANS) have been around much longer than most people
realize. During World War I (WWTI), both the Navy and the Army experimented with
aerial torpedoes and flying bombs. Some of the most brilliant minds of the day were
called on to develop systems to be used against U-boats and to break the stalemate
caused by nearly 4 years of trench warfare. Efforts consisted of combining wood and
fabric airframes with either gyroscope or propeller revolution counters to carry
payloads of alimest 200 pounds of explosives a distance of approximately 40 miles.
Hostilities ceased before either could be undertaken. These WWI UAVs highlighted
two operational problems: crews had difficulty launching and recovering the UAVs,
and they had difficulty stabilizing them during flight. During the Interwar Period, radio
and improved amcraft engineering allowed UAV developers to enhance their
technologies, but most efforts failed. Despite failures, limited development continued,
and after UAVs successfully performed as target drones in naval exercises, efforts
were renewed in radio-controlled weapons delivery platforms. World War 11 (WWII)
saw the continued use of target drones for anti-air gunnery practice. Additionally,
radio-controlled drones were used by both the Allied and Axis powers as weapons
delivery platforms and radio-controlled gliding bombs.

With the start of the Cold War, UAVs began to be used as intelligence, surveillance,
reconnaissance (ISR) systems, with limited success as weapons delivery platforms.
Development continued throughout the Vietnam War, but interest soon waned. The
1991 Gulf War renewed interest in UAVs, and by the time the Balkans Conflict began,
military intelligence personnel were regularly incorporating UAV ISR information
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into their analyses. Currently, UAVs effectively provide users with real-time ISR
information. Additionally, if the ISR information can be quickly understood and
locations geo-registered, unmanned combat aerial vehicles (UCAVs) can be used to
strike time-sensitive targets with air-to-surface weapons.

PASSAGE 3:

The power of information technology (IT) to provide firms with competitive
advantages was an unchallenged assumption for information systems (1S) research and
practice until réeently. when Nicholas Carr's assertion that "IT Doesn't Matter" gave
rise to much controversy. Carr argues that IT has decreased in price as much as it has
increased in capacity and presence. Now, IT is ubiquitous and accessible to all firms
and hence should be viewed as a commodity. Accordingly, IT cannot provide
competitive advantage to any single player because it lacks scarcity as a precondition
of supernormal rents. Instead, Carr views IT as an mfrastructure technology such as
railroad and telegraphs, whose benefits are also accessible to anyone and hence do not
provide competitive advantage. Can's argument 15 supported by the fact that not all
competitive uses of IT that had originally been published as success stories made the
employing firms "sustained winners." Admittedly, empincal evidence for the success
of strategic 1T investments is relatively weak compared to the theoretical indications at
hand. This lack of support 15 partly due to measurement problems.

However, there are a number of empirical findings that support the assumption that
strategic investments in [T have had a positive effect on firm value and on financial
performance. Therefore, a number of authors have contradicted Carr's provocative
claim, primarily arguing against his narrow conception of IT. [A] Carr draws analogies
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to physical infrastructures such as road and rail networks and hence looks upon IT as
something physical. [B]Building on such a notion of IT, Carr's claim becomes a
pseudo-contradiction to current wisdom on IT and competitive advantage. It 15 well
accepted that not the physical artifact 1s causal for sustainable competitive advantages
but the way I'T is applied within the organization. [C]This lesson can be learned from
the DCV which highlights the need for continuous learning.
