In the 1960's, the French Canadians of Quebec ineveased their demands for greater
recognition. Small groups of extremists wanted an independent French-speaking
nation that would have no governmental ties With Canada. They staged several
bombings to dramatize their demands.

Many French Canadians believed thew were denied some civil rights, but they did
not want to secede from Canada. They wanted English Canadians to recognize and
respect Quebec's French heritage.

PASSAGE 2:

Shapur 11 was a strong, successful king with*enormous prestige. But his successors,
who inclined to tolerance of religious minerities, a peace-oriented foreign policy, and
in some cases measures to uphold justice and protect the poor, had trouble restraining
a priesthood and a noble class whowwere inclined or maybe even conditioned to
intolerance and war, and who disliked any attempt to mitigate their social supremacy.

Ardashir 11, Shapur 111, and.Bahram IV were all murdered or died in suspicious
circumstances (Bahram was shot full of arrows by mutinous commanders). Their
successor, Yazdegerd 1, ruled from 399 and kept a peace with the Romans throughout
his reign so much so that the Roman Emperor of the East, Arcadius, asked him to
become the guardian-of his son, Theodosius. This gesture neatly symbolized the parity
of the two empires, which now entered on a phase of partnership. Shahs and emperors
cooperated (albeit warily and at a distance) against the internal and external
instabilities that menaced them both. The heroic period of amition driven warfare was
over, and even when war broke out again between the two empires in the sixth
century, it was waged not by glory-hungry emperors, but by their generals.

Yazdegerd 1 also followed a tolerant religious policy. He was friendly to the Jews
(who hailed him as the new Cyrus) and employed Jewish officials. It was during his
reign that a distinct Persian Christianity emerged to become what is normally called
the Nestorian church, the first synod of which was held in ad 410. This measure would
have had the obvious effect of detaching Persian Christians from the taint of being a
fifth column for the Romans, But not everyone approved. These religious policies
made the shah unpopular with the clergy. and Yazdegerd, like his immediate
predecessors, was murdered. The fact that his name was taken up by several later
successors suggests that his memory was nonetheless respected in court circles.

PASSAGE 3:

Whatever the facts of his biography. oneeanmot deny the importance of al-Afghani or
his contributions to modern Islamic thought and events. It 1s true that he was not the
kind of intellectual who did extensive writing or tried to work out a complex
theoretical system. He was rather one who picked up, combined, and developed a
number of existing themes to create a novel whole. The following important points
may be identified.

From traditional Islamic philosophy al-Afehani drew a belief in reason and natural
law, and a deity whe did not contradict these. His background in Muslim philosophy,
well documented in texts marked for his teachings in Egypt. allowed al-Afghani to
give his modermizing teaching an Islamic base. He taught what Muslim philosophers
advocated: preaching orthodox religion to the masses and a kind of rationalist, natural-
law deism to the elite.

His political thought was impelled by hostility to British rule in foreign, especially
Muslim lands. Although al-Afgham expressed himself in friendlier terms toward the
French and Russians, his anti-British speeches and writings could be, and were,
extended to a more general anti-imperialism that has increased in the Muslim world
since his time.

Al-Afgham 1s strongly associated with two movements that he did not originate, but
that he expressed lucidly and propagated widely. One is nationalism. supported in
Egypt with references to the glories of ancient Egypt and i India with praise of the
ancient Hindus. The other is Pan-1slamism, which started with the nineteenth-century
Ottoman sultans and was then voiced in more progressive, anti-imperialist forms by
the Young Ottomans, especially Namik Kemal. As al-Afghani's works on this subject
were written in Arabic, he had more mfluence internationally than did the Young
