PASSAGE 1:

At the end of the 17th and beginning of the 18th centuryy very few enjovable books for
children had existed. Children read, certainly, but the beoks that they probably enjoyed
reading (or hearing) most, were not designed especially for them. Fables were available,
and fairy stories, lengthy chivalric romances, ‘and short, affordable pamphlet tales and
ballads called chapbooks, but these were published for children and adults alike, Take
Nathaniel Crouch's Winier-Evenings Entériainments (1687). It contains riddles, pictures,
and 'pleasant and delightful relations of\many rare and notable accidents and occurrences'
which has suggested to some thatit should be thought of as an early children's book,
However, its title page insists that #t7s ‘excellently accommodated to the fancies of old or
young'.

Meanwhile, the books that were published especially for children before the mid-18th
century were almost always remorselessly instructional (spelling books, school books,
conduct books) or deeply. pious. Yet just because a book seems dull or disciplinary to us
today doesn't mean that children at the time didn't enjoy it. Godly books of the sort
produced from the M670s by Puritans like John Bunyan are a case in point. James Janeway's
A Token for Children (1671-72) gives what its subtitle describes as "an Exact Account of
the Conversion, Holy and Exemplary Lives and Joyful Deaths of Several Young Children'.
These children lie on their deathbeds, giving accounts of the sins too often committed by
children—idleness, disobedience, inattention to lessons, boisterousness, neglecting the
Sahbath—but tell those assembled round them that salvation awaits all who renounce such
wickedness, and they explain how happy they are to be going to their eternal reward.
Hardly fun, we might think, vet memoirs and letters, as well as continuing sales over more
than a century, testify to young readers' genuine enjoyment of these descriptions of heroic
and confident, if doomed. children.

PASSAGE 2:

Middle Persian inscriptions, like the legends of Sassanid coins, are written with a
script derived from the Aramaic alphabet. The Pahlavi books that date from the ninth
to the tenth centuries CE, that isssome three centuries after the birth of Islam, but
whose contents derive from Sassamd times, are written with the same alphabet, but the
cursive form of it, in which.most of the letters are joined together. Furthermore, in the
course of its evolution several letters merged and assumed the same shape, thus a letter
could represent several sounds, for instance, there is a letter that can be read n. 1, w, or
not at all, and another letter which can be read v, d, g, or the beginning of letters s and
sh. This multi-valence of some of the letters and the joining of a number of them
together result in the fact that some words can be read in a great varety of ways,
sometimes, at least theoretically, in more than forty or fifty. Consequently the correct
reading of the Pahlavi script mvolves "deciphering” the words with considerable
difficulty.

To compound this difficulty is another feature of Middle Persian writing, shared
also by Parthian, Sogdian, and Chorasmian script: the inclusion of a fairly large
number of words that are in fact Aramaic words, but are read as their Iranian
equivalents. For instance, a Pahlavi scribe would write mlk', that 15, malka, but would
read it 8ah (shah, king); or he would write ywm, and 1t would be read ruz (day). This is
very much like the wdeographic reading of Chinese characters, which do not "spell”
words, but certain "shapes” represent certain words, or like "$" or "i.e.", which are
read in English as "dollar" and "that is,” respectively, An lranian reader of Pahlavi
normally did not know that the Aramaic words were Aramaic: he only knew that
certain combinations of letters have to be read in a certain way, which has nothing to
do with the actual pronunciation of those letters.

PASSAGE 3:

The unusual shape. 0f-Russian literary history has been the source of numerous
controversies. Three major and sudden breaks divide it into four periods—pre-Petrine
(or Old Russian), Imperial, post-Revolutionary, and post-Soviet. The reforms of Peter
I (the Great; reigned 1682-1725), who rapidly Westermized the country, created so
sharp a divide with the past that it was common in the 19th century to maintain that
Russian literature had begun only a century before. The 19th century's most influential
critic, Vissarion Belinsky, even proposed the exact year (1739) in which Russian
literature began, thus denying the status of literature to all pre-Petrine works. The
Russian Revolutions of 1917 and the Bolshevik coup later in the same vear created
another major divide, eventually turning "official” Russian hterature into political
propaganda for the communist state. Finally, Mikhail Gorbachev's ascent to power in
1985 and the collapse of the U.S.S.R. in 1991 marked another dramatic break. What is
important in this pattern is that the breaks were sudden rather than gradual and that
they were the product of political forces external to literary history itself.

Russian literature, especially of the Imperial and post-Revolutionary periods, has as
its defining characteristics an intense concern with philosophical problems, a constant
self-consciousness about its relation to the cultures of the West, and a strong tendency
toward formal innovation and defiance of received common norms. The combination
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of formal radicalism and preoccupation with abstract philosophical issues creates the

recognizable aura of Russian classics.
