It has been common in second language teaching to stréss the role of interference—that
is, the interfering effects of the native language on the target (the second) language. It
is of course not surprising that this process has been so singled out, for native language
interference is surely the most immediately. noticeable source of error among second
language learners. The saliency of interference has been so strong that some have
viewed second language learning /as exclusively involving the overcoming of the
effects of the native language. It.s-clear from learning theory that a person will use
whatever previous experience hewor she has had with language to facilitate the second
language leaming process.The native language is an obwvious set of prior experiences.
Sometimes the native Tanguage is negatively transferred, and we say then that
interference has occurred. For example, a French native speaker might say in English
“1 am in New Yotk since January”, a perfectly logical transfer of the comparable
French sentence “Je'suis a New York depuis Janvier”. Because of the negative transfer
of the French verb form to English, the French system has, in this case, interfered with
the person’s production of a correct English form.

It is exceedingly important to remember, however, that the native language of a
second language learner is often positively transferred, in which case the leamer
benefits from the facilitating effects of the first language. In the above sentence, for
example, the correct one-to-one word order correspondence. the personal pronoun. and
the preposition have been positively transferred from French to English. We often
mistakenly overlook the facilitating effects of the native language in our penchant for
analyzing errors in the second language and for overstressing the interfering etfects of
the first language.

PASSAGE 2:

From early on Islam produced a broad prose literature of enduring significance. By
1500 the Muslim literary tradition—by then nearly nine hundred vears old—was one
of the leading traditions of the world and probably the largest in size at that time.
Although Muslim. literature later came to be written down in a considerable number of
languages, until 1500 it was almost entirely written in just two, Arabic and Persian.
Though the Muslim canon in either language was enormous by 1500, the Arabic was
somewhat larger, in part because it was older, having begun in the seventh century,
while Persian Muslim literature began in the tenth. Arabic is the foundational language
of Mushim civilization, occupying a role similar to Greek mn the classical Graeco-
Roman tradition or Sanskrit in the ancient Indian civilization. Under Islam. Persian
was an Arabicized form of the pre-Islamic language of Iran and written in the Arabic
script.

Arabic written literature begins with the foundational sacred book of Islam, the
Qur'an, which came down in a series of separate revelations to the Prophet
Muhammad from about 609 to 632. No other sigmificant wnitten literature in Arabic
appears to have preceded the Qur'an; indeed. there are scarcely any examples of
Arabic writing prior to it apart from a few inscriptions. Thus, the seminal role of the
Qur'an in Arabic literature can hardly be overestimated. Because there is no earlier

written literature, the Qur'an has informed and influenced all subsequent developments

It is fair to say that interpreting studies largely owes its present position in academia to
the very practical concern of traiming qualified professionals, which has been
institutionalized at university level since the 1940s. While much development in
interpreter training was achieved without the benefit of scientific research, the idea
that a more thorough understanding of the interpreter’s task and skills would facilitate
teaching and learning has never been in doubt, making interpreter trainers the prime
consumers of insights gained from research.

But the link between research findings and actual teaching practices m the
interpreting classroom is rather tenuous. Daniel Gile (1990: 33), referring specifically
to traiming-oriented scientific research, concluded that "it does not seem to have had
any significant effect on training methods and results except in courses given by the
researchers themselves, and sometimes i the schools where they teach, but on the
whole, interpretation instructors prefer to keep their personal, most often traditional
methods, and take no heed of research”.

In recent years, there has been considerable progress in training-oriented research,
with studies (usually at the doctoral level) on strategy use by trainee simultaneous
