As early as 1876, in an influential report entitled Public Libraries in the United States
of America, William Flet¢her conmbuted a section titled “*Public Librares and the
Young™’ that convevedthe'message that public libraries were auxiharies to education.
In 1897 John Cotton Dana, then president of the American Library Association (ALA)
urged the National Education Association (NEA) to appoint a commattee to investigate
the interrelationships between the two organizations. The committee's study
recommended "cooperation between the school and the public library™ (Report 1897,
2). It is important to recognize that school libraries were almost nonexistent at the
time; this situation encouraged the public library to assume an educational role for
almost forty years, supporting the needs of students and teachers. At annual ALA
meetings during these early years, there were reports on the reading of the young
(reported each year by Library Journal), with most of the activities involving
cooperation with public schools (Thomas 1990). Between 1880 and 1920, as public
library children's services were beginning to develop, public libraries began to initiate
direct book loans to teachers' classrooms and to form “*school departments’” within the
public libraries. Also during this early development period, teacher rooms were
established in some public libraries, some attention was given to reference service to
high school students, and there were reports of school and public library cooperative
reading projects, such as book week celebrations.

Geography is not the only, obstacle to library cooperation. High hopes and good
intentions cannot overcome.sertous problems of underfunding and understaffing. A
successful experience in cooperation requires the expenditure of money and staff time,
and unless the benefits of cooperation can be proven to skeptical library administrators,
the lack of necessary resources to sustain collective efforts can reduce even the most
attractive program of cooperation and exchange to zero. Essentiallv, it 1s critical that
all participating libraries in a cooperative arrangement feel that they are taking
advantare of it despite the risks they are taking.

Other obstacles may include outdated technology, the lack of standards, and
insufficient information, which tend to create more technological difficulties for
cooperating libraries, Consortial arrangements need to be flexible, adaptive to
changing situations, pragmatic and well-focused in order to be effective. Cooperation
in the area of digitization 1s now a major area attracting multiple consortia. Sharing of
digitized materials, however, 18 hampered by copyright issues and the reluctance of
major libraries with rich collections to participate. Other challenges to library
cooperation stem from negative attitudes, such as fear of loss, reluctance to participate,
hesitation to take risks, and the pervasive lack of tradition of cooperation. Not to be
ignored is the perception that major libraries are still affected by rivalries, mistrust,
Jealousy, politics of personalities, and parochialism.

To overcome these obstacles to cooperation presents a real challenge to librarians.
Realizing that librarians should not shrink from their mandated expectations, they
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should not however undertake them alone. Visible, strong support from their
administrators boosts their confidence and morale. The willingness and commitment to
change is another.
