Although introspectively familiar, it is hard to exactly pinpoint the nature of the
specific relation that we have with our body. What makes our body so special may be
that unlike other physical objects. not only do we perceive it through external senses,
but we have also an internal access to it through bodily sensations. One way to
characterize the relation that we have only with our body {or.what we experience as
our body) 1s thus to say that only our body appears to us from the inside. In contrast,
many bodies, including our own. can appear to us from «he outside. The duality of
access to our body is best expressed in what is known as the touchant-touché
phenomenon. When we touch our knee with our hand, we have a tactile experience of
our knee from the outside (touche), but we have also a tactile experience of our knee

from the inside (touchant), and the same is true of the hand.

Despite the constant flow of informatien about our body from the inside. our bodily
awareness 1s surprisingly weak.
