PASSAGE i:

The use of models has come to deminate much of the scientific study of politics. We
use models, mathematical or otherwise, to investigate and illuminate causal
mechanisms, generate comparative statiés, and understand the conditions under which
we expect certain outcomes to oceur. Whale our use of models has grown dramatically,
our understanding of the function that models play in the scientific enterprise has not
kept pace.

Throughout the 1970s and 80s, models were treated as tools for conceptual
exploration, and little was to be gained by testing either their assumptions or their
predictions. Moe, for instance, argued that rational choice models are devoid of
empirical content, and Achen warned that mathematical models "are to be used and
not believed.” Theoretical modelling sometimes informed data analysis and vice versa,
but with few exceptions, the field was divided into theorists and empiricists.

As models in political science became more prevalent, the uses to which we put
those models shifted significantly, and today, the emphasis is on using models to
generate testable predictions that serve as hypotheses for subsequent data analysis,
which in turn 1s interpreted as a test of the model. The field has created a hierarchy of
models where those that are "tested" are valued more highly than those that are not tied
to a regression analysis. While much ink has been spilled arguing for this test-the-
model approach to the study of political science, little attention has been paid to
justifying and rationalizing the method. On the rare occasions that justification has
been attempted, the results have been maddeningly vague.

Lack of a suitable justification for model testing is not the only reason to discuss
the role of models in political science again. The emphasis on model testing has led to
a distortion of both the modelling process and the art of data analysis. Preferring
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models that predict well has led the field to devalue the other important contributions
that models can make to understanding the political world. The emphasis on using data
analysis as a means for testing models turns regressions into hypothesis-testing
machines and ignores the role that data analysis can play in producing empirical
generalizations that may serve as a spur to further modelling efforts.

In 1995, Gallup-polisters found that 39 percent of Americans said that "the federal
government has become so large and powerful that it poses an immediate threat to the
rights and freedoms of ordinary citizens." Pollsters couldn't believe it, so they tried
again, taking out the word "immediate.” This time 52 percent of Americans agreed.

Later that year USA Today reported in a front-page story on post-baby-boom
Americans that "many of the 41 million members of Generation X . . . are turning to
an old philosophy that suddenly seems new: hibertarnianmism.” A front-page report in the
Wall Street Journal agreed: "Much of the angry sentiment coursing through [voters']
vems today isn't traditionally Republican or even conservative. It's hbertanan....
Because of their growing disdain for government, more and more Americans appear to
be dnfting—often unwittingly—toward a libertarian philosophy.”

Writing in 1995 about the large numbers of Americans who say they'd welcome a
third party, David Broder commented, "The distingmshing charactenstic of these
potential independent voters—aside from their disillusionment with Washington
politicians of both parties—is their libertarian streak. They are skeptical of the
Democrats because they identify them with big government. They are wary of the
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Republicans because of the growing influence within the Grand old Party (GOP) of the
religious right.”

As USA Today noted, libertarianism challenges the conventional wisdom and
rejects outmoded statist ideas, so it often has a strong appeal to young people. As for
myself, when | first discovered libertarian ideas in my college days. it seemed obvious
to me that most libertarians would be voung. Who but a voung person ¢ould believe in
such a robust vision of individual freedom? When I went to my first libertarian event
off-campus, [ was mildly surprised that the first person | encountered was about forty,
which seemed quite old to me at the time. Then another person arrived, more the sort
of person | had expected to meet, a young woman in her late twenties. But her first
question was, "Have vou seen my parents?" | soon learned that her sixty-vear-old
parents were the leading libertarian activists in the state, and my mistaken impressions
about what kind of people would become libertarians were gone forever. | discovered
that the young woman's parents, and the millions of Amerigans who today share
libertarian beliefs, stand firmly in a long American tradition of individual liberty and
opposition to coercive government.

Sowell says that there are essentially two visions of how the world operates — the
constrained vision and the unconstrained. The constrained vision sees mankind with its
moral limitations, acquisitiveness and ego as inherent and jmmutable. Under this
vision, the fundamental challenge that confronts mankind 1s to organise a system
consisting of social mores, customs and laws that make the best of the human
condition rather than waste resources trying to change human nature. [t 15 this
constrained vision of mankind that underlies the thinking and writings of Adam Smith,
Edmund Burke and Alexander Hamilton, among others.

However, the unconstrained vision sees mankind as capable of perfection and
capable of putting the mterests of others first. Sowell says that no other eighteenth-
century writer's vision stands in stronger opposition to that of Adam Smith than
William Godwin's in Enguiry Concerning Political Justice. Godwin viewed intention
to benefit others as the essence of virtue that leads to human happiness. Benefits to
others that arise unintentionally are virtually worthless.
