Agricultural extension is the application of scientifi¢ research and new knowledge to
agricultural practices through farmer educatiom. Any particular extension system can
be described in terms of both how communication takes place and why it takes place.
It is not the case that paternalistic systems.are/always persuasive, nor is it the case that
participatory projects are necessarily ‘educational. Instead there are four possible
combinations, each of which represents a different extension paradigm, as follows:
Technology Transfer (TT) (pérsuasive + paternalistic) was prevalent in colonmial times
and reappeared m the 1970s and 1980s when the "Training and Visit" system was
established across Asia. Technology transfer involves a top-down approach that
delivers specific recommendations to farmers about the practices they should adopt.
Advisory work (AW). (persuasive + participatory) can be seen today where
government orgamizations or private consulting companies respond to farmers'
inquiries with techmical prescriptions. It also takes the form of projects managed by
donor agencies and NGOs that use participatory approaches to promote predetermined
packages of technology. Human resource development (HRD) (educational +
paternalistic) dominated the earliest days of extension in Europe and North America,
when universities gave training to rural people who were too poor to attend full-time
courses. [t continues today n the outreach activities of colleges around the world. Top-
down teaching methods are emploved, but students are expected to make their own
decisions about how to use the knowledge they acquire.

Facilitation for empowerment (FE) (educational + participatory) involves methods
such as experiential learning and farmer-to-farmer exchanges. Knowledge is gained
through interactive processes and the participants are encouraged to make their own
decisions. The best known examples min Asia are projects that use Farmer Field
Schools (FFS) or participatory technology development (PTD).

Farmworld started as a farm ‘educational and leisure park south of the town
of Wrexham on the Northc Walés and England border, It opened in 1990 following
repeated school visits te the farm in the previous decade looking at farming and food.
The visitor experience centred on dairy cows and milk production, lamb feeding and
animal care, and land tse by means of a mechanised tour on a trailer unit powered by
an agricultural tractor. The tours were led by the farmer William Jones who for fifteen
years explained the complexities of land use, animal husbandry, integration of
woodlands and landscape, and ultimately its relationship with the day to day consumer
of British food. The farim had been closely allied to food production in the locality of
Wrexham since 1933) Owning the Wrexham Dairy located in the centre of the town, it
pasteurised milk and produced cheese and sold a range of dairy products in the region.
The dairy opened one of the first milk bars in the local town, this closed in 1953 as
similar nationalised facilities grew across the UK. The farm continued to supply a
range of produce mto local markets, and produced large volumes of foodstuffs,
especially milk. for the commodity markets. Farmworld now has interests in the
manufacture of dairy and cheese products. Whilst the diet of the nation has centred on
varying advice from experts and changes in what is a good nutritional balance, the
importance of mental health has grown wvastly m the latter part of the 20th century.
While the food that we eat is the first dictum of our bodily health, likewise open
countryside and the landscape that we shape as a nation 1s important to our well-being.

Participatory technology development (PTD) is an approach to learning and innovation
that 1s used i international. development as part of projects and programmes relating
to sustainable agricultute.”The approach involves collaboration between researchers
and farmers in the analysis of agricultural problems and testing of alternative farming
practices. The orgins of Participatory Technology Development can be found in a
number of appreaches, concepts and techniques that became popular in the 1970s and
1980s: Farming systems research and extension (FSR/E), an approach that introduced
social-economic issues into organisations previously dominated by biological and
chemical scientists. FSR/E also promoted the idea on ‘on-farm' trials; Appropriate
Technology (AT), a concept that recogmises the importance of matching the design of
technology to the resources and culture of the user: Indigenous Technical Knowledge
(ITK), a concept that recognmised the mmportance of local expertise and traditional
wisdom: Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRA). a set of techniques that promoted the
involvement of rural people in decision-making. One of the leading authorities on this
progess is the Centre for learning on sustainable agriculture - ILEIAbased in the
Netherlands. ILEIA has described PTD as a process between local communities and
outside facilitators which involves: gaining a joint understanding of the main
characteristics and changes of that particular agro-ecological system; defining prionity
problems; experimenting locally with a wvariety of options derived both from
mdigenous knowledge ... and from formal science. and enhancing farmer’s
experimental capacities and farmer-to-farmer communication. PTD facilitators are
