PASSAGE 1

Stumps (both those on the ground and stumps of removed branches) are sometimes able to
regenerate into new trees. Often, a deciduous tree that has been cut will re-sprout in multiple
places around the edge of the stump or from the roots. Depending on whether the tree is being
removed permanently or whether the forest 1s expected to recover. this can be either desirable
or undesirable. Stump sprouts can grow very quickly and sometimes become viable trees
themselves either for aesthetics or timber, due to the existing root strieture; however, the cut
portion of the trunk may weaken the sprouts and introduce diseaseninto the newly forming
tree(s). The process of deliberately cutting a tree to a stump towregrowis known as coppicing.
Tree stumps can be difficult to remove from the ground. They ean be dug out, shredded with
a stump grinder or burnt. A common method for stump removal is to use one of the many
chemical stump removal products. so long as immediate results are not needed. These stump
removers are mostly made of potassium nitrate (KNO3) and act by rapidly increasing the decay
of the stump. Alter an average of 4-6 weeks, the stump will be rotten through and easily
fragmented in manageable pieces. It time is a“limiting factor, setting fire to the stump is
effective because once the potassium nitratethas.been absorbed it acts as an effective oxidizer.
Historically, an explosive called stumping, powder was used to blast stumps into bits. In
plantation forests in parts of Europe, stumps are sometimes pulled out of the ground using a
specially adapted tracked excavator. to supply wood fuel for biomass power stations. Stump
harvesting may provide an increasing component of the woody material required by the
biomass power sector.

PASSAGE 2

Wood-plastic composites (WPCs) are composite materials made of wood fiber/wood flour and
thermoplastic(s) (includes PE.PP, PVC etc.). Wood-plastic composites are still new materials
relative to the long history of natural lumber as a building material. The most widespread use
of WPCs is in outdoor deck floors, but it is also used for railings, fences, landscaping
timbers, cladding and siding. park benches, moulding and trim, window and door frames, and
indoor furniture. Manufacturers claim that wood-plastic composite is more environmentally
friendly and requires less maintenance than the alternatives of solid wood treated
with preservatives or solid wood of rot-resistant species. These matérials’can be moulded with
or without simulated wood grain details. Wood Plastic Composites.(WPCs) are produced by
thoroughly mixing ground wood particles and heated thermoplastie resin. The most common
method of production is to extrude the material into the desired shape, though injection
moulding is also used. WPCs may be produced from eithég Virgin or recycled thermoplastics
including HDPE. LDPE, PVC, PP, ABS. PS. and PLA. Polyethylene based WPCs are by far
the most common. Additives such as colorants, ceupling agents, UV stabilizers, blowing
agents, foaming agents, and lubricants helptailoy the end product to the target area of
application. Extruded WPCs are formed.into bath solid and hollow profiles. A large variety of
injection moulded parts are also produced. from automotive door panels to cell phone covers.
In some manufacturing facilities. the constituents are combined and processed in a pelletizing
extruder, which produces pellets of thenew material. The pellets are then re-melted and formed
into the final shape. Other manufacturers complete the finished part in a single step of mixing
and extrusion.

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PASSAGE 3

A rip saw is a wood saw that 1s specially designed for making a rip cut. a cut made parallel to
the direction of the wood grain. The cutting edge of each tooth has a flat front edge and it is not
angled forward or backward. This design allows each tooth to act like a chisel (rather than
being knife-like. as with a crosscut saw). preventing the saw from following grain lines. which
could curve the path of the saw. By acting like a chisel. the saw can more easily cut across
deviating grain lines, which is necessary if a straight cut is to be achieved. This feature enables
the orthogonal cutting edge to efficiently transport wood-chips from the kerf. allowing
subsequent teeth to perform a more etfective cut. It is possible to see this material removal
mechanism in action by analyzing frame by frame footage of the cutting process. Rip saws
typically have 4-10 teeth per inch. making them relatively coarse. All sawmills use rip saws of
various types including the circular saw and band saw. Historically sawmills used one or
more reciprocating saws more specifically known as an "up-and-down" or "upright saw" which
are of two basic types, the frame saw or a muley (mulay) saw which is similar to the hand
powered pit saw. Some sawmills also use crosscut saws to cut boards and'planks to length. On
the vast majority of saws throughout the world. the teeth are designed to ctit when the saw is
being pushed through the wood (on the push stroke or down stroke). “However, some saws
(such as Japanese saws and the saws used by Ancient Egyptians) are'designed to cut on the pull
stroke.
