PASSAGE 1:

Corrugated fiberboard is a paper-based material consisting of a fluted corrugated sheet
and one or two flat linerboards. It is made¢-on "flute lamination machines" or
“corrugators™ and is used in the manufaeture of shipping containers and corrugated
boxes. The corrugated medium and linerboard board are made of kraft containerboard,
a paperboard material usually over 0:01 inches (0.25 mm) thick. Corrugated fiberhoard
is sometimes called corrugated eardbodrd, although cardboard might be any heavy
paper-pulp based board. Old corrugated containers are an excellent source of fibre for
recycling. They can be compressed and baled for cost effective transport. The baled
boxes are put in a hydropulper, which is a large vat of warm water for cleaning and
processing. The pulp slinry is then used to make new paper and fiber products. Mill and
corrugator scrap,or broke, is the cleanest source for recveling. The high rates of post-
consumer recy¢ling reflect the efficiency of recycling mills to clean and process the
incoming materials. Several technologies are available to sort. screen, filter. and
chemically treat the recycled paper. Many extraneous materials are readily removed.
Twine. strapping, etc. are removed from the hyvdropulper by a "ragger”. Metal straps and
staples can be screened out or removed by a magnet. Film-backed pressure-sensitive
tape stays intact: the PSA adhesive and the backing are both removed together.
Materials which are more difficult to remove include wax coatings on corrugated boxes
and "stickies", soft rubbery particles which can clog the paper maker and contaminate
the recycled paper. Stickies can originate from book bindings, hot melt adhesives,
pressure-sensitive adhesives from paper labels, laminating adhesives of reinforced
gummed tapes. ete. Corrugated liberboard shredders are now available which convert
post-consumer corrugated board into packing/cushioning materials by means of a
specialized shredding process.

PASSAGE 2:

Tall oil, also called "liquid rosin™ oritallel, is a viscous vellow-black odorous liquid
obtained as a by-product of the Kraft\process of wood pulp manufacture when pulping
mainly coniferous trees. Tall oil i$'the third largest chemical by-product in a Kraft mill
after lignin and hemicellulose: thevield of crude tall oil from the process is in the range
of 30 — 50 kg / ton pulp. It'may contribute to 1.0 - 1.5% of the mill's revenue if not used
internally,

In the Kraft Process, high alkalinity and temperature converts the esters and
carboxylic acids in rosin into soluble sodium soaps of lignin, rosin, and fatty acids. The
spent cooking liquor is called weak black liquor and is about 15% dry content. The black
liquor is concentrated in a multiple effect evaporator and after the first stage the black
liguor is about 20 - 30%. At this stage it is called intermediate liquor. Normally the soaps
start to float in the storage tank for the weak or intermediate liquors and are skimmed off
and collected. A good soap skimming operation reduces the soap content of the black
liguor down to 0.2 - 0,4% w/w of the dry residue. The collected soap is called raw rosin
soap or rosinate. The raw rosin soap is then allowed to settle or is centrifuged to release
as much as possible of the entrained black liquor. The soap goes then to
the acidulator where it is heated and acidified with sulfuric acid to produce crude tall
oil (CTO). The soap skimming and acidulator operation can be improved by addition
of flocculants. A flocculant will shorten the separation time and give a cleaner soap with
lower viscositv. This makes the acidulator run smoother as well.

Adjustments to the manufacturing process can impart differences in thickness, panel
size, strength, and rigidity. OSB panels have no internal gaps or yvoids. and are water-
resistant, although they do require additional membranes to achieve impermeability to
water and are not recommended for exterior use. The finished product has properties
similar to plywood, but is uniform and cheaper. When tested to failure, OSB has a
greater load-bearing capacity than milled wood panels. It has replaced plywood in many
environments, especially the North American structural panel market.
