The Cucurbita genus is an important source of human food and is also used for other purposes
such as beverages. medicine, oil, and detergent. Cucurbita is used in cosmetics for dry and
sensitive skin and in treating schistosomiasis. The flesh of C. argyrosperma is used for treating
burns and skin conditions while its seeds are treated with water and used as an anesthetic and
Lo promote lactation in nursing women. C. ficifolia 1s used to make flavorings for soft drinks.
and high doses of C. ficifolia have been shown to be successful in reducing blood
sugar levels. The fruits of some species, such as C. foetidissima, are used as soaps and
detergents. Cucurbita fruits are an important source [or humans of cardtenoids, vitamin A,
and rhodopsin, all of which are important to good visual acuity. Cucurbitin is an amino
acid and a carboxypyrrolidine found in Cucurbita seeds that can eliminate parasitic worms,
Cucurmosin is  a ribosome inactivating protein found in . the sarcocarp (flesh) and seed
of Cucurbita. notably Cucurbita moschata. Cucurmosin is mare 4oxic to cancer cells than
healthy cells. Cucurbitacin is a plant steroid poisonous to mammals found in wild Cucurbita in
quantities sufficient to discourage herbivores. It has been bred-out of cultivated varieties. It has
a bitter taste and ingesting too much can cause stomach eramps, diarrhea and even collapse.
While the process of domestication has largely removed the bitterness from the cultivated
varieties, there are occasional reports of cucurbitacin getting into the human food supply and
causing illnesses. This is what makes wild Cucurbita and most ornamental gourds, with the
exception of an occasional C. fraterna and/C. Seroria. bitter to taste.

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PASSAGE 2

Arctium is a genus of biennial plants commonly known as burdock. family Asteraceae. The taproot of
voung burdock plants can be harvested and eaten as a root vegetable. While generally out of favour in
modern European cuisine. it remains popular in Asia. Arctium lappa is called "gobd" in
Japanese or "niubang" in Chinese, in Korea burdock root is called "u-eong" and sold as "tong
u-eong”, or "whole burdock”. Plants are cultivated for their slender roots, which can grow
about one metre long and two centimetres across, Burdock root 1s very crisp and has a sweet,
mild, and pungent flavour with a little muddy harshness that can be reduced by
soaking julienned or shredded roots in water for five to ten minutes. Immature flower stalks
may also be harvested in late spring. before flowers appear: their taste resembles that of
artichoke. to which the burdock is related. The stalks are thoroughly peeled. and either eaten
raw. or boiled in salt water. Leaves are also eaten in spring in Japan when a plant is young and
leaves are soft. Some cultivars are specialized for this purpose. A popular Japanese dish
is kinpira gobo, julienned or shredded burdock root and carrot, braised with soy
sauce. sugar, mirin and sesame oil. Another is burdock makizushi (sushifilled with pickled
burdock root; the burdock root is often artificially coloured orange to resemble a carrot). In the
second half of the 20th century. burdock achieved international recégmition for its culinary use
due to the increasing popularity of the macrobiotic diet. which advecates its consumption. It
contains a fair amount of dietary fiber (GDF, 6g per 100g), calcium, potassium, amino
acids. and is low in calories. It contains a polyphenol oxidase. which causes its darkened
surface and muddy harshness by forming tannin-iron complexes.

PASSAGE 3

Plugs in horticulture are small-sized seedlings grown in trays from expanded polystyrene or
polyvthene filled usually with a peat or compost substrate. Planting from plugs reduces the time
a crop resides in the ground, and is functional for those with limited space. Plugs can improve
vields: a healthy. stocky plant will grow rapidly and symmetrically when planted out. with a
potentially greater capacity to withstand pests. disease and drought. Raising some types of
scedlings successfully can be difficult. so plug plants can be beneficial for less experienced
gardeners. Plug plants are beneficial for gardeners who want to try a new variety or a range of
varieties without purchasing numerous packets of seeds and starting the plants from seed. Plug
plants are very useful if the sowing window is missed. and plugs can be purchased quickly to
replace a crop which has failed. As a parden develops. interplanting (intercropping) existing
crops with plugs plants. ideally companion plants, can improve the productivity of the space
and so maximise harvests — a sown crop may not be able to compete with established plants.
Plug plants are much easier to weed than sown seedlings, and weeding will need to be done
less frequently. Having semi-grown plants simplifies designing a vegetable plot or container.
As plants that have already started growth, the time to attain plant growth 18 lessened. Within
days of planting signs of growth are typically visible: leaves will perkeupand roots anchor into
the soil. Air pruned plugs are grown in a manner to promote very rapid growth almost
immediately afier being transplanted to new soil. Plugs _are semetimes used in hillside
plasticulture applications. due to the ease in which they are transplanted.
