Corporate farming is a term used to describe companies that own or influence farms
and agricultural practices on a large scale. Thig" includes not only corporate ownership
of farms and selling of agricultural products, but also the roles of these companies in
influencing agricultural education, research. and public policy through funding
initiatives and lobbying efforts. The varied’'and fluid meanings of "corporate farming"
have resulted in conflicting definitibns of the term, with implications in particular for
legal definitions. Most legal definitions of corporate farming pertain to tax laws, anti-
corporate [arming laws, and census data collection. These delinitions mostly reference
farm income, indicating farms over a certain threshold as corporate farms, as well as
ownership of the farm. specifically targeting farms that do not pass ownership through
family lines. "Familywfarm" and "corporate farm" are often defined as mutually
exclusive terms, with the two having fundamentally opposing goals. This mostly stems
from the widespread assumption that family farms are small farms while corporate farms
are large scale operations. While it is true that the majority of small farms are family
owned, many large farms are also family businesses. including some of the largest farms
in the US. Farming contracts are agreements between a farmer and a buyer that
stipulates what the farmer will grow and how much they will grow usually in return for
guaranteed purchase of the produet or financial support in purchase of inputs (e.g. feed
for livestock growers). In most instances of contract farming. the farm is family owned
while the buyer is a larger corporation.

Hill farming is extensive farming in upland areas: primarily rearing sheep. although
historically cattle were often reared extensively in upland areas. Fell farming is
the farming of fells, a fell being an~ared of uncultivated high ground used as
COMMON grazing.

Cattle farming in the hills is usuallwrestricted by a scarcity of winter fodder. and hill
sheep. grazing at about two hectares per head. are often taken to lowland areas for
fattening. Without government subsidies, many hill farms would have a negative
income. The high cost ‘oflland and machinery keeps many hill farmers from
expanding. Hill farmers§ in“some parts of England have reported a 75% decrease in
income over the past deeade. Hill farmer income is subject to large fluctuation above
the influence of the\farmers. The harsh terrain and climate of hill farms are hard on the
animals, causing-them to be relatively very unproductive. Because of this, hill farming
can have economic strains on the farmers who generally have low income. Wet weather,
as often experienced in the uplands, create additional animal feed costs for farmers.
Many hill farmers earn around £12.600, with some earning as little as £8.000. This is
much below the annual £19.820 a single working adult requires to live in a village in
England. In 2008, a farmer would receive a profit of £1 for a single moorland lamb. The
average LFA farm in England only earns about 66% of their total revenue from
farming. 22% of this revenue comes from the Single Farm Payment. and 10% from
specific agri-environment payments. The 2% balance originated from non-farm
activities, which are usually associated with contracting or tourism and recreation.

No-till farming (also called zero tillage or direct drilling)is a way of growing crops or
pasture from year to year without disturbing the, seil through tillage. No-till is an
agricultural technigue which increases the ameunt.of water that infiltrates into the soil
and increases organic matter retention and ¢ycling of nutrients in the soil. In many
agricultural regions it can reduce or eliminatesoil erosion. It increases the amount and
variety of life in and on the soik incluoding disease-causing organisms and disease
suppression organisms. The most powerful benefit of no-tillage is improvement in soil
biological fertility, making soils more resilient. Farm operations are made much more
efficient. particularly improved ‘time of sowing and better trafficability of farm
operations. Studies have found that no-till farming can be more profitable if performed
correctly. Less tillage<ofthe soil reduces labour, fuel. irrigation and machinery
costs, No-till can increase vield because of higher water infiltration and storage capacity.
and less erosion. Another benefit of no-till is that because of the higher water content,
instead of leaving a field fallow it can make economic sense to plant another crop
instead. As sustainable agriculture becomes more popular, monetary grants and awards
are becoming readily available to farmers who practice conservation tillage. Some large
energy corporations which are among the greatest generators ol fossil-Tuel-related
pollution may purchase carbon credits, which can encourage farmers to engage in
conservation tillage. Under such schemes. the farmers' land is legally redefined as a
carbon sink for the power generators' emissions. This helps the farmer in several ways,
and it helps the energy companies meet regulatory demands for reduction of pollution,
specifically carbon emissions. No-till farming can increase organic (carbon
based) matter in the soil. which is a form of carbon sequestration.
