Rock art is perhaps the oldest cultural heritage on earth. For more than ten thousand
years, our ancestors have carved figures on smooth rock surfaces by pecking and
scratching, generating textural patterns under the sun. Unfortanately, as time passes.
most outdoor rock art surfaces have weathered and are disappearing, They have been
cracked. colored. eroded. or accumulated lichen or woss. and dirt. Recovering the
illegible art on the damaged surfaces has been a challenging task. Prehistoric rock art
sites are mainly on flat rock panels in remaote areas, The contents are primitive figures
carved by picking tools such as rods or stones. While most prehistoric sites are away
from man-made pollution. they have been gradually eroded by nature.

PASSAGE 3:

The first examples of mosaic go back some 4.000 years or more. with the use of
terracotta cones pushed into a background to give decoration as demonstrated by
unusual cone-shaped tesserae (pieces) of various lengths found in ancient Sumerian
manufacts, Other relevant examples, realized in almost the same period, can be found
in some Egyptian and Phoenician mosaics. After that were different pebble pavements,
using different colored stones to create patterns, although these tended to be unstructured
decoration (about eighth century BC). In the four centuries BC the Greek artists
rediscovered the pebble technique art form. with precise geometric patterns and detailed
natural scenes. Next specially manufactured tesserae were being used to give extra detail
and range of color to the work. Using small tesserae with different shapes and colors,
the mosaics could imitate paintings. Many of the mosaics preserved at, for example,
Pompeii were the work of Greek artists. Although not so famous, the important mosaic
art in Mexico made by the ancient Mavan civilization should be mentioned.

The next evolution in the field was due to thel expansion of the Roman Empire
although the level of skill and artistry was diluted. Typically Roman subjects were
scenes celebrating their gods, domestic themes) and geometric designs. Different
characteristics were exploited with the rise of the By zantine Empire [rom the 5th century
onwards. centered on Byzantium {now “Istanbul. Turkey). In particular the main
novelties were involved in style (i.e., Bastern influences) and the use of special material
(e.2., glass tesserae called smalti), Differently than before. the Byzantines specialized in
covering walls and ceilings. The smalti were ungrouted. allowing light to reflect and
refract within the glass.
