These halls occupied one side of a courtyard. and were entéred by doors in the long
walls. Domes mark tombs rather than mosques: indeed. it is said that no mosque that
was not at least intended to contain a tomb ever had'a dome. This custom of building
domed tombs must have been taken over fromthe Roman and Christian tradition. The
Cairo domes are of stone. brick, or clay. Those of stone are usually carved into chevron
patterns or even bold arabesque ornamentation: The brick domes are constructed in level
courses without shaping the bricks, the true form being obtained in the plastering.
