More than 2000 vears ago, a favorite concubine of Wu Emperor of the Han Dvnasty died of
illness: the emperor missed her so much that he lost his desire to reign. One day. a minister
happened to see children playing with dolls where the shadows on the floor were vivid.
Inspired by this scene. the smart minister hit upon an idea. He made a cotton puppet of the
concubine and painted it. As night fell. he invited the emperor to watch a rear-illuminated
puppet show behind a curtain. The emperor was delighted and took to it from then on. This
story recorded in the official history book is believed to be the origin of.shadow puppetry.

Shadow puppets were first made of paper sculpture, later from the hides of donkeys or oxen.
That's why their Chinese name is pi ving. which means shadows of hides. Shadow puppetry
was very popular during the Tang and Song Dynasties in/many/parts of China.

Shadow puppetry was related to politics. In Beijing. for example. during the reign of
Emperor Kangxi, this folk art was so popular that there were eight generously paid puppeteers
in one prince's mansion. When the Manchu rulers spread their rule to various parts of China,
they brought the puppet show with them to make up for the fact that they could not appreciate
local entertainment due to language barriers. From 1796 to 1800, the government forbade the
public showing of puppet shows to prevent the Spreading of peasant uprising at the time. It was
not until 1821 that shadow puppet shows gained some vigor.

Today, shadow puppetry shows' lac¢e extinction like other traditional art forms such as Nuo
Drama.

Passage 2

A water puppet is a Vietnamese puppet form, the "Mua rdi nuéc". Mda rdi nudce literally
means "puppets that dance on water”. an ancient tradition that dates back to the 10th century.
The puppets are built out of wood and the shows are performed in a waist-deep pool. A large
rod supports the puppets under the water and is used by the puppeteers to control them. The
appearance is of the puppets moving over the water. When the rice fields would flood. the
villagers would entertain each other using this puppet form.

The water also provides the best setting for the puppeteers' theme: day-to-day village life.
Water puppets bring wry humor to scenes of farming, fishing. festival events such as buffalo
fights, and children's games of marbles and coin-toss. Fishing turns into a game of wits
between the fisherman and his prey. with the fisherman getting the short end (often capturing
his surprised neighbor by mistake). Besides village life. scenes include legends and national
history. Lion dogs romp like puppies while dragons exhale smoke and shootsprays of water at
the audience. Performances of up to 18 short scenes are usually intreduced by a pig-tailed
bumpkin known as Teu. and accompanied by a small folk orchestra.

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Passage 3

Muppets, another type of hand puppet, were developed for television by Jim Henson. This
small puppet has a wide mouth, with the puppeteer’s thumb forming the jaw. The fingers form
the upper part of the muppet's face. The puppeteer moves various fingers to change the
muppet's expression and the shape of its head. The puppeteer's other hand. which is concealed
in a glove, forms the muppet's body or hand.

Shadow puppets are flat silhouette figures which are moved by means of rods held by the
puppeteers. The figures cast either a black shadow or a brightly colored one. depending on the
materials used to make them. They may consist of one piece or of two or more pieces that are
jointed together to give movement. Traditionally, shadow puppets are made from animal hides
which have the thickness and stiffness of a drum head.

Rod puppets are operated by rods or sticks. usually from below the stage. Sometimes
called stick puppets. they are supported from below by a rod held in one hand. while the other
hand operates rods attached to the puppet's hands. Rod puppets are particularly popular in Asia.
You can make a puppet come to life by moving rods attached to the puppet's arms. legs. and
body. When your hand moves the rods, the rods move the puppet. The simplest of these are
figures made on a single stick. More complicated rod puppets have jointed limbs, jaws, and
even eyes that are operated by additional rods or by strings. Rod puppets are used frequently to
represent objects other than people and animals, such as hats, flowers! trees, and simple shapes
such as mountains. The most basic type of rod puppet is themarotte, which is simply a head
mounted on a stick. The Crowtations are of the large hand..rod, and string tyvpe. Due to the
relative complexity of their construction. they can besmanipulated to appear as verv real-life
characters.
