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Passage 2

Water organs were described in the numerous writings of the famous Ctesibius (3rd century
BC), Philo of Byzantium (3rd century BC) and Hero of Alexandria (c. 62 AD), Like the water
clocks (clepsydra) of Plato's time. they were not regarded as playthings but might have had a
particular significance in Greek philosophy. which made use of models and simulacra of this
type. Hydraulically blown organ pipes were used to imitate birdsong. and musicologists Susi
Jeans and Arthur W.J.G. Ord-Hume have suggested that it was used to create the sounds of
the Vocal Memnon. For the latter. solar heat was used to siphon water from one closed tank
into another, thereby producing compressed air for sounding the pipes.

Characteristics of the hydraulis have been inferred from mosaics. paintings. literary
references. and partial remains. In 1931, the remains of a hydraulis were discovered in
Hungary, with an inscription dating it to 228 AD. The leather and wood of the instrument had
decomposed, but the surviving metal parts made it possible to reconstruct a working replica
now in the Aquincum Museum in Budapest. The exact mechanism of wind production is
debated, and almost nothing is known about the music played on the hydraulis. but the tone of
the pipes can be studied.

Passage 3

Tar is the double-chested plucked lute with a membrane as a sound-box. found in Iran and the
Caucasus. It exists in two forms, the Persian and the Azerbaijani or Caucasian. [In Persian
language tar-e Shiraz and/or tar-e Qafgdz|. Persian tar is more associated with Persian art
music.

The Persian tar is carved from a block of mulberry wood and has a deep, curved body with
two bulges shaped like a figure 8. The upper surface is shaped like two hearts of different sizes.
joined at the points. The timber nasality of Persian tar is because of the lamb's fetus skin used
for the sound table. On the lower skin a horn bridge supports six metal strings in three courses.
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tuned c'/c' - g/g - ¢/¢'. The strings are plucked with a brass plectrum coated in wax. making
possible both subtlety and virtuosity in the playing technique. The long neck has a fingerboard
covered with camel leg bone. Based on performer style, there are movable gut frets from 22 to
27 on the fingerboard; accordingly the octave will be divided from 15 to 17 microtonal
intervals.

The Caucasian tar (tar-e qafgazi) is differentiated from the Persian by its shallower, less
curved body. The Caucasian instrument has a wider neck and bridge than the Persian, and
usually has 22 gut frets. These can be adjusted to produce microtonal intervals for traditional
mugam performance or to the 12-note tempered scale. The membrane. usually made ol the
pericardium of a bullock. is thicker than the Persian type. The strings are plucked with a
plectrum usually made of Bakelite or similar hard, synthetic material. or in rare cases of bone.
The timbre is harder and drier, It is held almost horizontally against the upper chest. and the
performer shakes the tar slightly to produce a vibrating sound. The Caucasian tar is highly
esteemed in Azerbaijan and Armenia. It is sometimes found among the Turks of Khorasan and
in Uzbek and Tajikistan, where it is played in ensemble and, in the Shirvani style of epic
performance, by bakhshis. and has also been introduced in Turkey.,
