PASSAGE 1:

Dasigah-e Nava and Dastgah-¢ Rast-Panjgah aré“the’two least performed of Persian
dastgahs. There are nol many musicians who know-all the guses of these two dastgahs.
It is difficult to find a reason why Nava is not'more commonly performed. While it
contains a number of pieces which are performed in one or more of the other dasigahs.
it does embody a number of guses peculiar-to its own repertoire. Rast-Panjgah’s lack of
popularity, on the other hand, is due o more tangible reasons which will be discussed
later. Traditionally, Nava is regarded as one of'the seven dastgahs. But, among twentieth
century Persian musicians, Ali Nagi Vaziri and his disciple, Ruhollah Xalegi. have
considered Nava as a derivative of dastgah-e Sur. Their view is a personal one, based
mostly on the fact that the seale of Nava can be constructed from the 4th degree of the
scale of Sur, This is. tlie: same sort of argument which is given to establish Bavat-e
Esfahan as a derivative ol Homayun, considered and rejected previously. Again, it must
be emphasized that the very notion of scales is quite irrelevant to Persian music. Persian
modes are conceived around a few notes, ofien not exceeding a tetrachord. Above all, it
is the role of these tones and their relationships to one another that determine the identity
of the modes. Their arrangements into octave scales has led to undue attention to such
scales and has placed significance where there is none. To suggest that if we were to
start on this or that degree of this mode we will end up with this or that mode, and
therefore the two are related. is false in western music. but in Persian music it is no less
than ridiculous.

But what is understanding, and how shall we regard it in this musical context? As a
concept increasingly theorized in many-diseiplines, there is of course no singular
understanding of understanding. . In, the present work, however. we shall define
“understanding music™ simply but narrewly—as the listener’s self-reflexive physical
and cognitive ability to translate musical €lements into terms more familiar and tangible
to her. While the particular musicalclements and the terms into which thev are translated
vary with both listener anddistening modality (the terms are not necessarily nonmusical,
for instance). the activity ofunderstanding music requires a certain consciousness about
the relationships between the musical object and the experiences of the listening subject
that mediate that translation. To understand music, then. theorized here for the
eighteenth century as well as today. requires the listener to be able to hear and be
conscious of relationships between the music and her experiences, musical or otherwise,
of evervday life.

One way that the first movements of symphonies as a whole communicate opening at
the rhetorical level of a concert program is by echoing both style and situation of theater
overtures. The striking correspondence of expressive content and strategic process in
symphonic first movements and theater overtures is, of course. neither surprising nor
hidden, for the Neapolitan opera overture is widely understood as the immediate
ancestor of the concert symphony. Moreover. throughout the first half of the eighteenth
century the terms “symphony™ and “overture™ werg Used interchangeably. Even in the
later decades. when the genres were more clearly established, we still occasionally

encounter a symphony listed as an overture on concert programs, as well as an opera

overture referred to as a symphony. Stephen Fisher has pointed out that Haydn himsell
never “adoptjed] a terminology that diseriminated between them™ (19835, p.5). Even as
late as the turn of the nineteenth eenturveovertures and symphonies were not always
considered distinct musical genres. The 1799 catalog of Johann Traeg’s copying house,
for example. lists all of Haydn’s opera overtures among his symphonies. Further. the
writings of contemporary theorists reveal overlapping usage of the terms “svmphony™
and “overture™ throughoutthe century.
