Passage 1

The reader may be familiar with the early movies of Charlie Chaplin in which he is often seen
leaning on a cane, a slim bamboo rod: whenever the little fellow leans heavily on his cane,
the cane bends outward. The same behavior is typical of all long. slender structural elements
under compression, As the compression load is slowly increased, a value is reached at which
the slender element. instead of just shortening. "buckles out.," and wusually breaks. This
dangerous value is called the buckling load of the element. It becomes a basic design factor
whenever the material is strong enough in compression to require only ‘@ small cross-sectional
area, thus leading to the use of slender elements.

The buckling phenomenon may be usefully visualized from another viewpoint. A slender
column shortens when compressed by a weight applied to its«tops and, in so doing. lowers the
weight's position. The tendency of all weights to lower their position is a basic law of nature.
[t is another basic law of nature that. whenever there is a choice between different paths, a
physical phenomenon will follow the "easiest" path. Confronted with the choice of bending
out or shortening, the column finds it easier to shorteén for relatively small loads and to bend
out for relatively large loads. In other words, when the load reaches its "buckling” value the
column finds it easier to lower the loads by buckling and bending. rather than by shortening.

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Passage 2

The most important concept to grasp for an engineering understanding of structural materials
is the load/deflection behavior. For designing structures it is also necessary to know the
strength of the materials. Of the four common structural materials steel is the strongest with
concrete. masonry and timber very roughly the same strength. All the materials can vary
considerably in strength depending on the process of manufacture, or in the case of timber. the
species. Again steel is the stiffest material with concrete about one tenth, masonry about one
twentieth and timber about one thirtieth as stiff as steel. Again these values. apart from steel,
vary considerably.

Not all the materials are equally strong in tension and compression. Steel and timber are
equally strong in tension but masonry and concrete although strong in compression are very
weak in tension: so weak in fact that their tensile strength is usually ignored in structural
design. This difference in material behavior has a great influence on the choice of structural
form because if the loaded structure has to carry tensile forces then steel or timber must be
used.

Another influential characteristic is the strength to weight ratio.. The self-weight of
structures constructed from steel or timber is usually not more than15% of the total load
carried, whereas the self-weight of masonry and concrete structures can be 40% of the total
load carried. This is because steel and timber have high strength to weight ratios and masonry
and concrete have low strength to weight ratios, so timber and steel are lightweight materials
and masonry and concrete are heavyweight materials.

The structural designer must keep two principles firmly in mind, and these are:

o There 1s no correct structure
e All loads must have a load path

The first principle is often the cause of much difficulty to inexperienced designers because
everyone likes to get the right answer, choose the correct structure, and it is conceptually
important to realize that this is not possible. The obverse is that the chosen structure. provided
that it satisfies all the requirements of the building design. is the correct structure. Before the
structure is chosen. alternatives mayv be considered but these rarely eliminate themselves so
the designer must choose the correct structure.

The second principle is obvious as a principle but frequently non-structural requirements
alter the chosen structural concept. This means that load paths may need to be altered locally
or globally. It is essential that the consequences of any alterations are accepted. A simple
example illustrates this point. Suppose part of a building has floats that span on to edge beams,
and these beams span between columns that are spaced at regular centers. If for some non-
structural reason a column at ground level has to be moved then the upper columns will have
to be carried by a beam at first floor. The beam at first floor carrying the load from the
columns above will have to be far stronger and therefore bigger than the other edge beams.
