There 1s often a tendency for architects. and possibly more so engineers. to think in terms
of planar structures such as beams, trusses and portal frames when considering methods
of spanning space. However. in many caSes there are advantages to be gained from
thinking in three dimensions and adepting spatial structures for medium to long spans.
This is particularly true where heavy paint loads or moving loads are to be supported.
Of course, all structures are threesdimensional in the sense that they have length. depth
and thickness. However, planar beams and trusses are predominantly two-dimensional
in their structural action, as they effectively resist loads applied only in one direction
between their supports {usually in the vertical plane). Nevertheless, even for these
simple structures it isunwise 1o neglect their stability in three-dimensions. For example,
beams and trusses.anbending, are made deeper with increasing span and this. in turn,
increases the tendency for the compression zone to buckle sideways, perpendicular to
the vertical plane. To counteract this tendency. lateral bracing of the compression zone
must be provided.

PASSAGE 2:

The term “architectonic quality”™ is used both in a narrow sense and in a wider sense. In
architectural journals and discussions on architecture. architectanic quality is generally
linked primarily with visual and compositional qualities. and. /symbolic or cultural
meaning. so that it comes to be seen as complementing or sometimes even contrasting
with functional quality. Take, for example, an obseryvation like, “Functionally the
building is well thought out, but architectonically /it 15 poor”. According to Delfi
University of Technology’s Professor Carel Weeber, quoted by Van Dijk and De Graaf
(1990), a building can be perfectly sound even if it lacks architectonic interest. A
building’s architectonic quality is not determined by the professionalism with which it
was built, but by the part it plays in.architectural discussion. A building only becomes
architecture when it is discussed, ie, wherrit plays a part in cultural discussion. Weeber
believes that the fact that a building is.well thought out professionally is not enough to
make it a piece of architecture At remains unclear whether the converse might also be
true — whether one can speak "of architectonic quality in cases where the user
requirements are satisfied insufficiently or not at all. and the workmanship is unsound.
Tjeerd Dijkstra, former government architect, is very explicit on this point. In a paper
on architectural peohey entitled Architectonische Kwaliteit (Architectonic quality),
dating from 1985 and adapted in 2001, he explicitly links architectonic quality with
utility value. In his view it is essential that the form of a building is derived from the
user requirements and the possibility of achieving efficient construction with available
materials and techniques and taking into account the urban design context. And this
should be done in a way that is both stimulating and appealing.
