PASSAGE I:

In the 3rd/9th-4th/10th centuries Central Asian feudal towns preserved a more or less
regular plan inherited from the past, but in the 5th/11th-6th/12th the old planning lines fade out
or are radically altered. During that period urban development proceeded with alterations in the
inner structure of the old towns and their expansion. together with the growth of large villages

into towns. The essential life of the town passes into the rabazs. the Safir-¢ ‘birtin where market

places (bazars). workshops. and dwelling quarters concentrate. Theseuter contour of the town
walls is utterly changed by the angles and bulges formed by, the buildings huddled against it.
The pre-Islamic quarters—the kohandez and the Sahrestin—semain administrative and
religious centers. The most important cities of Central Asia during this period reach imposing
dimensions. the sahrestan of Marv covered up to 3.500 hectares. Samarkand 1.900. Gorganj
1,000, and Cagéniin 400. The population growth of these settlements is indicated by the
massive archeological strata of the 3rd/9th-4th/10th centuries. The cities: defensive system
included moats. walls flanked by rounded towers, and outer low barrier walls. The fortification
system was on several levels: each part of the town—arg, rabaz. sahre-birtn and sahr-¢

dariin—was surrounded by its own speeialwall. The arg also contained the fortified galla or
keep. Special outworks defended the “gates. Gates were usually directed toward principal
highways: their number in each part of the city varied. the arg of Bokhara had two gates. its
(Sahrestan) had seven, and its outer and inner rabaz had twelve each. Construction inside the
city was chaotic and crowded. but the planned centers were distinguished by clearly disposed
buildings situated near small squares. The towns were divided by main thoroughfares into
several sections which were subdivided by streets and lanes into separate quarters. The streets
were often paved with stone flags and had canals and irrigation trenches running alongside.

PASSAGE 2:

After the collapse of Nahavand at the hands of the Muslim Arabs — which they referred to as
the "Fath al-Futuh" — in the year 21 AH/642 AD or perhaps a little after the murder of
Yazdgerd II1, the last Sassanian king who was killed during his escape (31 AH), Iran officially
became part of the Islamic caliphate and entered into the Islamic phase of its own history. Even
though the Islamization of Iran resulted in the loss of its national government as well as the
existing unity among the various communities of Iran, which was a feature of the Sassanian
rule, this phenomenon led it into the arena of a new and universal life. It introduced Iran to the
civilizations of the various [slamic communities, put an end to the quasi caste system which
was a salient feature of the Sassanian society. provided the members of the lower classes with
the opportunity to acquire knowledge and to attain to high official posts, and generally gave the
Iranian society the opportunity and possibility of an active participation in"a mixed universal
culture more than ever before in the Sassanian periods. Unlike what has been suggested by
some scholars. a transition from the religion of their forefathers to,the new religion did not
merely mean exchanging Ahura Mazda for Allah, Ahriman for Shaytan, Zardosht for Ibrahim,
or Kiyomarz for Adam. but it rather involved a change in the entire belief system. customs. and
traditions. The belief in dualism got eliminated and was replaced by a belief in one God or
monotheism (tawhid). The acceptance of prophethood invits general and specific senses was
beyond the comprehension of the Mazdayasnians, Despite some similarities. there was a wide
gap between the two religions as far as issues ‘like resurrection and the hereafter were
concerned. Similarly. even in daily living, this.transition involved the negation of the beliefs
and customs of their forefathers: for instanee, the consumption of pork and carrion which came
to be strongly prohibited. the indulgence«in wine and gambling that came to be considered as
filthy and satanic acts, and a prohibition on marriage between immediate blood relatives which
came to be strictly endorsed. Major changes were also made in the svstems of inheritance and
adoption and even trading in seme goods came to be prohibited or disapproved.

The primordial component of the land of Iran, since it was a sedentary world as opposed to
the nomadic Turan, must have been situated above the level of the internal steppes and deserts,
in the highland river valleys having both arable alluvial soils and plenty of water from the
rainfall in the mountains. It was there. particularly in the vast Zagros chain. covered by a rather
thin and easily cleared oak forest, at the level of the even sparser juniper forest of the
Azerbaijan massifs. the inner edge of the Alborz, the mountains of Khorasan and those of
central Afghanistan, and lastly. in the high valleys of the eastern Hindu Kush and up to the
Pamirs, that there soon arose densely populated centers of population and rural life. These
consisted of a fusion of semi-nomadic Iranian tribes raising cattle and horses from the
millennium B.C.E.. together with earlier groups of a neolithic otigin. Deep valleys and low
slopes were carefully developed into leveled terraces, simply.irrigated by little diversion cuts.
The major rivers running down the mountains into the plains eould also feed large oases of
alluvial cones connected with these rainwaters, examples ‘being Isfahan, at the north-eastern
foot of the Zagros, fed by the Zayandariid waters; Heratausing those of the Harirtid at the outlet
of the mountains of ¢central Afghanistan: or the numerous urban centers on the northern slopes
of the Hindu Kush (Bactriana).
