PASSAGE I:

Nima Yushij is considered the father of modern Persian poetry. introducing many
techniques and forms to differentiate the modern from the old. Nevertheless. the credit for
popularizing this new literary form within a country and culture solidly based on a thousand
vears of classical poetry goes to his few disciples such as Ahmad Shamlou. who adopted
Nima's methods and tried new techniques of modern poetry.

The transformation brought about by Nima Yushij, who freed. Persian poctry from the
fetters of prosodic measures, was a turning point in a long literarwtradition. It broadened the
perception and thinking of the poets that came after him. Nima offered a different
understanding of the principles of classical poetry. His artistry was not confined to removing
the need for a fixed-length hemistich and the tradition 6f rhyming but focused on a broader
structure and function based on a contemporary understanding of human and social existence.
His aim in renovating poetry was to commit it to a“natural identity” and 1o achieve a modemn
discipline in the mind and linguistic performance of the poet.

Nima held that the formal technique déminating classical poetry interfered with its vitality,
vigor and progress. Although he accepted some of its aesthetic properties and extended them in
his poetry. he never ceased to widen his poetic experience by emphasizing the "natural order”
of this art. What Nima Yushij founded in_contemporary poetry, his successor Ahmad Shamlou
continued,

The Sepid poem (which translates to white poem). which draws its sources from this poet,
avoided the compulsory ruleés which had entered the Nima's school of poetry and adopted a
freer structure. This allowed a more direct relationship between the poet and his or her
emotional roots. In previous poetry, the qualities of the poet's vision as well as the span of the
subject could only be expressed in general terms and were subsumed by the formal limitations
imposed on poetic expression.

Saadi distinguished between the spiritual and the practical or mundane aspects of iife. In his
Bustan. for example. spiritual Saadi uses the mundane world as a spring board to propel
himself bevond the earthly realms. The images in Bustan are delicate in nature and soothing. In
the Gulistan, on the other hand, mundane Saadi lowers the spiritual to touch the heart of his
fellow wayfarers. Here the images are graphic and, thanks to Saadi's dexterity. remain concrete
in the reader's mind.

Realistically, too, there is a ring of truth in the division. The Sheikh preaching in the
Khangah experiences a totally different world than the merchant passing through a town. The
unique thing about Saadi is that he embodies both the Sufi Sheikh-and the travailing merchant.
They are, as he himself puts it, two almond kernels in the same shell.

Saadi's prose stvle. described as "simple but impossible to imitate” flows quite naturally and
effortlessly. Its simplicity. however. is grounded in a‘semantic weh consisting of synonymy.
homophony, and oxymoron buttressed by internal thythim and external rhyme.

The Shah-nameh has become the "national’ epic of Persia. The conception of 'nation’ was, of
course, still in the future, but the poem, by giving expression to the feeling of what it was to be
Persian, and by bringing together and welding into a unity different strands of local traditions,
helped to form a common consciousness and sense of identity. Essentially it shows the Persians
their place and function in world-history, for it begins with the creation of the world. The
Persians (Iran) are the forces of light and good, who have to fight against the forces of evil and
darkness (Turan). especially in the shape of the .barbarian Turkish invaders from the steppes of
Central Asia. This view of history found a deep echo in Persian hearts. for it was in line with
the theological dualism of good and evil in their former religion. Zoroastrianism. Yet it is
formulated in such a way that it does not contradict [slamic dogma, since the struggle may be
regarded as that of God against the devil (Satan or Iblis). In this way the Persians began to find
their distinctive vocation within the Islamic world; and the manner in which they did so both
accorded with their own deepest feelings and gave them some compensation for the sense ol
infertority produced by Arab self-assertion.
