People with normal memory skills as well as brain damaged individuals can benefit from
mnemonics, which are strategies for placing information into an organized context in order fo
remember it. It makes use of information already stored in long-term memory to make
memorization an easier task. Mnemonic systems do not simplity information. in fact. they
make it more elaborate. Furthermore mnemonic systems organize new information into a
cohesive whole so that retrieval of part of the information ensures retrieval of the rest of it.
These facts suggest that the ease or difficulty with which we learn new information depends
not on how much we must learn but on how well it fits with what we already. know.

One mnemonic is the pegword method. To use it, you must first learn.a series of words to go
with numbers. something like "One is a bun. two is a shoe, three is'a tree. tour is a door." This
is fairly easy to learn because the words rhyme with the numbers . Now. when you want to
remember a list of unrelated words. you'd think of some image that combines the pegword and
list. I the first item on the list 1s soap. you might imaginesa bun covered with soap bubbles, IT
the second item is apples. you'd picture a shoe stuffed with apples. Later, when you want to
retrieve the list, you begin with your pegwords and the eombined images come back to you.

Another technique. the method of loci. was first used by the ancient Romans. First vou think
of a location. Then, for each item you want to remember, you think of a representative image.
something that symolizes that item to you. Finally, you imagine each image in place in the
location. For example, to remember your grocery list. vou might imagine the floor of vour
room covered with soap bubbles. The next item is apples. so vou picture a giant apple on the
chair just to the right of the door.<And you continue this way down the list. When you want to
retrieve the list, you simply think. of your room and the things you left lying around it. The
more vivid and unusual yourimages. the easier they are to remembered

In a study released by researchers from Harvard University in September 2009. the
researchers state: "Rewards go further than punishment in building human cooperation and
benefiting the common good.”

Dr. Glenn Latham. a world-renowned researcher in human behavior. would probably agree
with the researchers comments. In Dr. Latham's 35 years of research. he found that
strengthening  desirable behavior through positive reinforcement does more to make a
classroom favorable to learning than any other skill. Research such as this has confirmed this
belief that if teachers want student compliance and cooperation, the best way to achieve it is
through rewarding students for appropriate behavior rather than.punishing them for
inappropriate behavior., Part of being a prepared and professional teacher is being ready to
reward and motivate students. Some examples of rewards include; teacher attention. smiling.
nodding. verbal praise, tickets. points, or stickers.

Another interesting aspect of the research is when bothpunishment and rewards are offered.
rewards lead to better outcomes for the group. Onerofithose better outcomes of rewarding
instead of punishing is that people are more willing:to gontribute to the common good. This is
essential knowledge for teachers because edtcators need to build a positive. risk-free
environment for students and if educators use rewards as opposed to punishments, students
have a grater likelihood of also contributing te the positive environment. Leading author and
post doctoral researcher at Harvard's Program for Evolutionary Dynamics David Rand says.
"Rewards can change individuals' behavior and encourage cooperation without one destructive
negative consequences that come with punishment.”

"Sometimes it is argued that it'¥s.¢asier to punish people than to reward them." the researchers
write. "We think this is not the ¢ase. Lite is full of situations where we can help others. These
sorts of productive interactions are the building blocks of our society and should not be
disregarded. " |
