Learning a language is probably the stellar intellectual achievement across the species. It is
robust. Children will learn a normal language right down to an 1Q of around 50, before what
they learn suffers appreciably. People try to teach children things about language in school.
but the real bulk of language is learned in the preschool years. and is learned without anything
resembling tutoring. We Kknow now, for example, that parents do not reward children
differentially on the basis of how well they put words together to make séntences. even though
they may think they do. Nor do less correct sentences seemito communicate appreciably less
well than accurate ones. Yet children inexorably learn the complexities of language — the
arbitrary noun gender systems of Indo-European languages: thesseventeen noun classifications
of Bantu, the complex vocabulary of mental terms and modal verbs or particles that seem to be
present in all languages.

How do they do this? Chomsky (1980) whose linguistic work was the cause of the modern
resurgence of language development work, arguestthat all these things — the complexity of
language, the robustness of its learning, its.relative ease of acquisition without tutoring. the
child's choice of some rules over others'that should be justified by the same examples- all
argue that the child approaches the“problem with a rich. mnately given biological programme
for what languages be like or are likely 1o be like. This position recently finds some empirical
support in the work of Bickerton, who has studied creole languages. the languages that
presumably children create out.of the fragmentary and conflicting pidgins they are exposed to.
Bickerton (1981) finds that these creoles have more in common than the children built them
from, and this argues they have strong ideas about what languages should be. On the other
hand. many. perhapsa large majority in the field of normal acquisition. still think language is
constructed by the child using what must be a verv rich system of general intelligence. If this is
s0, the preschool child is far more intellectually powerful than has seemed so in the past, but
this is turning out to be true in many areas besides language development.

As an applied field of study, the problems investigated in the area of education tend to follow
closely the concerns articulated by leaders in business, government and the media. For
example. in the late 1950s and early 1960s when American political leaders were primarily
concerned with the space race with the Soviet Union and the:so-called missile gap, a series of
reports by the well-known educator, James B. Conant focused on the lagging academic quality
of education in the United States. Educational research in that country then turned towards
developing curriculum units, teaching strategies. scheol procedure and design that would
produce more scientists and engineers. In this periods forexample. the 'Jew Math' flourished,
and influential educators, such as the psychologist Jerome Bruner, proposed the teaching of
science. mathematics and other academic programimes in the lower grades.

In the mid-1960s. social pressure built up aver.the civil rights issue, and the concern of much
of the educational research community again, shifted towards issues related to equality of
opportunity. The work of Jean Piaget prawided the intellectual basis for curriculum researchers
in Britain and the U.S. who argued for relaxing the structure of the curriculum by allowing
more room for the individual expression of interests. Some opposed these moves because they
were too permissive but the infention was to create a fruitful interaction between the
developmental patterns found among children and the structure and pacing of curriculum
knowledge. However. the apparently reduced emphasis on a hierarchy of knowledge (with
science. maths and other college preparatory subjects at the top and vocational subjects at the
bottom). and the renewed recognition of the importance of the interest of the individual child as
a major factor in the learning process, appeared to be consistent with the wider concern for
equality of opportunity.

PASSAGE 3:

The impact of emotions has implications for children's learning. Some pupils fear failure and
worry about getting things wrong and being in trouble as a result.(Other pupils are either
unwilling to persevere when faced with challenges because they aréamable to cope with the
situation, or they avoid making more than a nominal effort to achiéve a satisfactory outcome,
As these negative responses are the result of emotional insecurity, teachers spend a lot of time
seeking to understand the root causes of behaviour and strengthening each child's sense of
well-being. Teachers encourage pupils to persevere with work and not be afraid of making
genuine errors: they also use mistakes positively by/explaining the alternatives and using the
opportunity to deepen children's understanding of coneepts.

Hyson (2003) suggests that there are six goals-in achieving what she describes as an
'emotion-centered curriculum': (1) creating a. secure emotional environment. (2) helping
children understand emotions, (3) modelling genuine. appropriate emotional responses, (4)
supporting children's regulation 6f emetions. (5) recognising and honouring children's
expressive styles. and (6) uniting children’s learning with positive emotions. Hyson goes on to
offer evidence of the damage to a child's emotional development when appropriate teaching is
lacking. For example. increased instances of stress and anxiety, particularly among boys
and low income black children, when curricula do not adequately address emotional issues.

Macklem (2007) refers.ta "emotion regulation' and argues that with targeted training in the
classroom, at home and'\among peers, children can better attain the vital skills they need for a
lifetime of social ‘Intéractions. Teachers whose lives are calm and orderly will carry the
associated emotions into the classroom for the benefit of the children for whom they feel
responsible in ways that go beyond the academic realm.
