Empathy has been conceived as being a cognitive process or an emotional-cognitive one.
The former conception relates primarily to an individual’s intellectual understanding of
another’s ideation and feelings. and has led to studies of the accuracy ol predicting another's
responses to questionnaire items and of other adjustments about others. These studies have
been fraught with methodological difticulties.

The emotional-cognitive conception has focused on a person’s perceiving- veridically or not-
that another is experiencing an emotional state and, as a consequence. gxperiencing the same
type of emotion. The degree of similarity of the two emotional sstates’is in some dispute.
Furthermore, the other’s state can be inferred from the situation. from direct observation. or
from other information. This conception does not include the trivial case in which the other’s
emotional state is a precursor of an affect causing experience for the empathizer,

Emotional-cognitive empathy has been found to be an.ouwtcome definitionally required of
“taking the role of the other’. although it may also b¢ based on learned associations between
one’s own and other’s experiences. Emotional-cognitive-empathy has been found to be related
to helping the other person. when such help appears to be a means of reducing negative affect
in the other: and it also appears to be related t@ moral behavior. However, recent research has
suggested that if the empathizer is motivated only to free himself from the empathized negative
emotion, then he may do so by escaping the situation as well as by helping the other.
whichever is less costly and more effégtive. In fact, if the empathized negative emotion is very
strong. the individual may flee from the other person.

On the other hand. if the gmpathizer also has a positive attitude toward the other and is
motivated to help him, then his empathy becomes a form of sympathy. Sympathy may be
viewed as a state in which a person is concerned about another’s welfare, Whether or not
empathy 1s a necessary. correlate of sympathy is undetermined as yel, since a person may
sympathize with anoether even when the latter is not experiencing any relevant emotion.

PASSAGE 2

It is common human experience to have an idea or an image come to mind seemingly of its
own accord. When this happens repeatedly and the ideas and images are disturbing. they are
called obsessions. Paradoxically, ordinary language describes as obsessed a person who
voluntarily fixes on some single idea or goal. Thus. the concept of 0bsession expresses a
dialectical opposition of voluntary and involuntary preoccupation: Adding to the semantic
confusion is the practice of using the phrase compulsive (thatus dnvoluntary) thoughts inter
changeably with obsessions.

The simple technical rule is to limit obsessions te mental events, and compulsions to
behaviour. Symptomatic compulsive behaviours are repetitive and stereotyped irrational
attempts to produce or prevent some imagined wresult. The diagnostic term obsessive
compulsive disorder captures a typical pattern.Seme obsessive thought comes to mind which
is magically prevented by some compulsive ritual. The essence of the obsessive-compulsive
disorder is captured in the children’s rhyme, “Step on a crack, break your mother’s back’. The
child then may have a momentary compulsion te avoid stepping on cracks.

Psychoanalysts interpret obsessive. phenomena as unconscious ideas coming into
consciousness. Typical obsessional ideas have to do with violence. as in the children’s rhymes.
Another common theme is<contamination. leading to hand-washing compulsion. Freud
emphasized the similarities| between obsessive-compulsive phenomena. superstition. and
religious ritual,

Severe obsessive-compulsive disorders can be quit disabling. They are often associated with
obvious depression or.are thought to mask an underlying depression. French psychiatrists have
described a related condition, “Folie du douse’, the madness of doubting. This condition
suggests yet another sense ol obsession. The person endlessly ruminates about the remote
consequences of any action and becomes immobilized by indecision and uncertainty. Although
obsessive-compulsive disorder is not ordinarily associated with actual violence, in rare cases
the person acts out the violence or other impulse. Compulsive ritual activity in very young
children is often an indication of extreme psychopathology.

Personal construct theory appeared on the psychologicalscene unheralded but complete in
Kelly (1955).What distinguished it from traditional psychological theories was its central
model of person-as-scientist. Historically, psychology has mimicked the natural sciences in
distinguishing between the purposeful and understanding scientist and the scientist’s ignorant
and mechanical subject matter. Kelly insisted that all people are scientists / psychologists in
that they theorize about their own nature and.the nature of the world: their behaviour is a
continuous experiment based on expectations they derive from their theories, and they modify
their theories in the light of the relationship between their expectations and unfolding events.

People’s theories take the form of personal construct systems. “Personal” indicates that since
we cannot directly apprehend reality.ewe must interpret it, and no two persons have identical
ways of interpreting their werld, “Though we may communicate our experience and society
provides a common interpretative base. we still live in unique personal worlds. "Construct’
refers to the bipolar discrimination we use to make sense of the world (nice-nasty, east-west,
plus-minus, expensivé cheap. colored-plain and myriads more). Our constructs are neither all
conscious nor vefbally labeled but they are part of a ‘system’. They are organized
hierarchically and, since they are linked. every act of construing is an act of prediction (if. for
you, the construct female-male 1s positively hinked to the construct gentle-harsh, then yvou will
anticipate gentle behaviour from females).
