PASSAGE I:

In Arabic poetry. the genre of satirical poetry was known as hija. Satire was introduced into
prose literature by the Afro-Arab author al-Jahiz in the 9th century. While dealing with serious
topics in what are now known as anthropology. sociology and psychology, he introduced a
satirical approach, "based on the premise that, however serious the subject under review, it
could be made more interesting and thus achieve greater effect. if only-ene leavened the lump
of solemnity by the insertion of a few amusing anecdotes or by the throwing out of some witty
or paradoxical observations." He was well aware that, in treating new themes in his prose
works, he would have to employ a vocabulary of a nature more.familiar in hija. satirical poetry.
In the 10th century, the writer Tha'alibi recorded satirical poewy written by the poets As-
Salami and Abu Dulaf, with As-Salami praising Abu Dulal™s wide breadth of knowledge and
then mocking his ability in all these subjects. and swith ‘Abu Dulaf responding back and
satirizing As-Salami in return. An example of Arabie political satire included another 10th-
century poet Jarir satirizing Farazdaq as "a transgressor ol the Sharia” and later Arabic poets in
turn using the term "Farazdag-like" as acforin of political satire. The terms "comedy" and
"satire" became syvnonymous after Aristotle's Poefics was translated into Arabic in the
Medieval Islamic world. where it was elaborated upon by Arabic writers and Islamic
philosophers, such as Abu Bischr, his.pupil al-Farabi, Avicenna, and Averroes. Due to cultural
differences. they disassociated gomedy from Greek dramatic representation and instead
identified it with Arabic poeticthemes and forms, such as hija (satirical poetry). They viewed
comedy as simply the "art«ofreprehension”. and made no reference to light and cheerful
events. or troublous beginmings and happy endings, associated with classical Greek comedy.
After the Latin translationsof the 12th century, the term "comedy" thus gained a new semantic
meaning in Medieval literature.

PASSAGE 2:

Arabic is characterized by a wide number of varieties: however. Arabic speakers are often
able to manipulate the way they speak based on the circumstances. There can be a number of
motivations for changing one's speech: the formality of a situation, the need to communicate
with people with different dialects, to get social approval, to differentiate onesell from the
listener. when citing a written text, to differentiate between personal and professional or
general matters. to clarify a point. and to shift to a new topie, to name but a few.

An important factor in the mixing or changing of Arabic is the concept of a prestige dialect.
This refers to the level of respect accorded to a language or dialect within a.speech community.
The formal Arabic language carries a considerable prestige in' most Arabic-speaking
communities, depending on the context. This is not the only source of prestige. though. Many
studies have shown that for most speakers, there is a prestigewariety of vernacular Arabic. In
Egvpt. for non-Cairenes. the prestige dialect is Cairo Arabic. For Jordanian women from
Bedouin or rural background. it may be the urban dialects.of the big cities. Moreover. in certain
contexts, a dialect relatively different from formal Atabic-may carry more prestige than a
dialect closer to the formal language—this is the case in'Bahrain, for example.

Language mixes and changes in different wavs. Arabic speakers often use more than one
variety of Arabic within a conversation oreven a sentence. This process is referred to as code-
switching. For example, a woman on a TV program could appeal to the authority of the formal
language by using elements of it in her speech in order to prevent other speakers from cutting
her off. Another process at work is,'leveling’. the "elimination of very localised dialectical
features in favour of more regionally general ones." This can affect all linguistic levels —
semantic, syntactic. phonological.\ et¢. The change can be temporary. as when a group of
speakers with substantially different Arabics communicate, or it can be permanent, as ofien
happens when people from.the countryside move to the city and adopt the more prestigious
urban dialect. possibly evera couple of generations.

PASSAGE 3:

With over twenty titles under her belt, Susan Bassnett can be aptly described as the reigning
queen of translation studies. Out of her ocuvre. books like Tramsfation Studies (2002) have
become indispensable texts for translation courses all over the world. She is a professor of
comparative literature at the University of Warwick, and also a fellow at the Royal Society of
Literature—the United Kingdom's premium literary association.

More than a translation academic, Bassnett also wears the hats of a poet and of a cultural
critic. In 2002, she released the milestone book, Exchanging Lives: Poems and Translations,
where she entered into a "conversation” with Alejandra Pizarnik by setting her own poems next
to her translations of the late Argentine poet. By this. Bassnett signalsto the world that she is
not just a translator. but in fact a co-author.

Exchanging Lives 1s the result of only one of the many successful scholarly partnerships that
characterize Susan Bassnett's career. She co-edited Post-eelonial Translation: Theory and
Practice (1998) with Indian critic Harish Trivedi and later The Translator as Writer (2006)
with award-winning British translator Peter Bush. Bassnett also worked on two books with the
late translation theorist André Lefevere. one of the ficld's legends. A tract running through her
discourse is the idea that translation is a powertulact that can manipulate as much as liberate.
With Trivedi. she speaks of the 'cannibalization' theéory to posicolonial translation where the
original text is 'consumed' by the translatorand-reproduced as his or her own, This was an
extension of a point she made earlier with Lefevere (in Constructing Cultures: Essays on
Literary Translation (1998)): that translators are increasingly gaining greater attention from
readers as a visible agent in the production of texts.
