The Aztec numerical system differs from ours in many ways. Our way of counting is
cialled a decimal system—a system whereby we count in units of ten—whereas the
Aztecs employed a vigesimal system. Their way of counting relied on units of twenty.
The roots of these approaches are believed to be the ten digits on our hands or all digits,
on hands and feet. Moreéover, the Aztecs used a subset of unmits of five with their
vigesimal system. Nahuatl number words clearly reflect this approach, where the
Nahuatl word for *six™ literally means “five plus one.” Such an approach is not totally
unheard of even in modern languages. For example, consider the French way of
referring to *“eighty” as “quatre-vingt,” or “four times twenty,” and “ninety” as
“quatre-vingt dix,” or “four times twenty plus ten.” To refer to numbers larger than
twenty, the Aztecs employed a technique very similar to that of the French. For
example, to refer to “thirty,” they would use the expression “cempoalli ommatlactli,” or
“one score (i.e., twenty) plus ten.” As numerical values go up, they eventually will reach
400, or twenty times twenty. That number was called “#zontli,” meaning either “hair” or
“growth of garden herbs,” which are terms that refer to an abundance of things. The
third power of twenty, or 8,000, was called “cenxiquipilli.” The latter term contains the
word “xiquipilli,” or *bag of cacao beans.”

The ancient Greeks were speakers of the Greek-language, who first emerged as a
distinct civilization in the region of the Greck peninsula in the eastern Mediterrancan
during the Bronze Age (before 1000 B.C.E.). They eventually came to occupy Europe
and Asia from France in the west to'Egyptin the south to India in the east.

The Greek language is an Indo-European language, meaning it is related to languages
such as Irish, German, Latin, French; Russian, ancient Hittite, and the dialects of Iran
and India. All these languages derive from one postulated original language called
*Proto-Indo-European (the * means that the language has never been encountered but is
a theoretical reconstruction), The relationships among these languages were discovered
by the Grimm brothers, the same men who collected German fairy tales. They noted
that several languages.used very similar words to express the same concept, leading
them to conclude that these languages evolved from a common ancestor. For example,
the word for father in Latin is pater, in Greek patér, in Vedic (India) pitar, in Irish athair
(the p has dropped off), in German Vater, and in English, of course, father. The Greeks
were descendants of this large linguistic family, and the Greeks themselves are therefore
related to many other inhabitants of ancient and modern Europe, Persia, and India.

PASSAGE 3:

The system of writing used in the ancient Middle East is called cuneiform. The name, a
coinage from Latin and Middle French roots meaning “wedge-shaped,” has been the
modern designation from the early 18th century onward. Cuneiform was the most
widespread and historically significant writing system in the ancient Middle East. Its
overall significance as an international graphic medium of civilization is second only to
that of the Phoenician-Greek-Latin alphabet.

The origins of cuneiform may be traced back approximately to the end of the fourth
millennium BC. At that time the Sumerians, a people of unknown ethnic and linguistic
affinities, inhabited southern Mesopotamia and the region west of the mouth of the
Euphrates known as Chaldea. It is to them that the first attested traces of cuneiform
writing are conclusively assigned. The earliest written records in the Sumerian language
are pictographic tablets from Erech (Uruk), evidently lists or ledgers of commodities
identified by drawings of the objects and accompanied by numerals and personal names.

The Sumerian writing system was adopted by the Akkadians, Semitic invaders who
established themselves in Mesopotamia about the middle of the third millennium. In
adapting the script to their wholly different language, the Akkadians retained the
Sumerian format for more complex'notions, but pronounced them as the corresponding
Akkadian words. They also kept the phonetic values, but extended them far beyond the
original Sumerian inventory of simple types.
