PASSAGE i:

Sociological intervention is a technique practised by the French sociologist Alain Touraine,
which advocates the active intervention of the sociologist in the social movement that forms his
or her subject. in order to expose the 'actual social relations' that lie behind the 'mesh of
approved and organized practices'.

His analysis of post-industrial society focuses on the extraordinary powers of control
imherent in the uses of information technology. These powers give hwnan beings the ability
literally to make history (historicity). but citizens in general haye little access to them. For this
reason, Touraine gives primary political importance to social mevements in which groups of
citizens organize to challenge the dominant forms of knewledge. and to propose alternatives.
The sociologist attempts to create a research situation.within which the social movement can
represent fully the nature of the struggles in which it'is engaged. Touraine therefore advocates
four research practices: entering into a relationship with the social movement by organizing its
militants as groups: encouraging these groups in their militant roles: explaining the historical
context of the movement to its activists? and parficipating in the self-analysis of the militant
group’s situation by interpreting what ook place during the sociological intervention itsell,

With his co-researchers at the tcule des Hautes Ftudes en Sciences Sociales in Paris,
Touraine embarked in the 1960s on @ series of dramatic 'sociological interventions'. The
researchers joined the French.student movement, the anti-nuclear movement, the regional
Oceitan movement, and the« Polish Solidarity movement. Going beyond participant
observation. they became detively engaged in the political ideas and actions of those groups as
a way ol understanding them more fully. Theoretically. this approach has been labelled
actionalism. This combination of sociological fieldwork with praxis and more subjective
theories of social action was highly controversial. Probably its most successful product was the
study of the French student and worker movement of 1968,

The most complete account of the technique, and its theoretical justification, will be found
in Touraine's The Voice and the Eye (1978). Just how far removed this is from the conventional
view of the sociologist as neutral or objective observer or recorder of the facts is evident in
Touraine's claim that 'the supreme moment of the intervention devoted to the students’
movement was dominated by a lengthy discussion between the militants and the research
leader. who introduced with great vigour into the group the theme of knowledge and its social
utilization, which to his mind, represented the only stakes capable of elevating the student
struggle to the level of a social movement.'

Nevertheless, the status of women in premodern Islam in general eonformed not to Quranic
ideals but to prevailing patriarchal cultural norms. As a result,\improvement of the status of
women became a major issue m modern. reformist Islam,

Since the mid-nineteenth century. men and women‘have questioned the legal and social
restrictions on women, especially regarding education, Seclusion, strict veiling. polygyny.
slavery, and concubinage. Women have published works advocating reforms, established
schools for girls. opposed veiling and polygyny, “and engaged in student and nationalist
movements. Nationalist movements and neéw states that emerged in the post-World War II
period perceived women and gender issues as crucial to social development. State policies
enabled groups of women to enfer the male-dominated political sphere and professions
previously closed to them. although these policies often caused popular backlash.

Debates continue over the appropriate level of female participation in the public sphere.
Women are typically viewed as.key to either reforming or conserving tradition because of their
roles in maintaining family, social continuity. and culture. Women's status has also been used
as a means of defining national identity. Although governments of twentieth-century Muslim
nation-states have premoted education for both boys and girls as a means of achieving
economic growth, the'percentage of girls enrolled in schools in developing countries with large
and rapidly growing populations remains low. Concern for men's jobs has given added
incentive to the conservative call for women to adhere to traditional roles as housewives
although economic necessity has led women to undertake whatever work they can find. usually
low-paid. unskilled labor. War and labor migration have increased the number of female-
headed households.

PASSAGE 3:

Anglo-Saxon feminism was seriously challenged by Black women's critique that it had
universalized the position of White Western women by implying that what explains their
particular situation explains that of all women. White feminism was charged (by bell hooks.
Angela Davis. Chandra Mohanty) with being simplistic and eurocentric. if not racist, for
ignoring the enormous differences between women that arose from imperialism, racism, and
the historical legacy of slavery. Such differences rendered the basic concepts of feminist theory
inappropriate to Black and Third World women. Hazel Carby's influential chapter (in The
Empire Strikes Back, 1982 ) used historical evidence to question basic feminist ideas such as
the distinction between re/production, the priority accorded to the family as the origin of
women's oppression. and the assumption that all men were patriarchal. Tf women were not a
homogeneous grouping. there could be no aspiration to unitary theory or practice. Each group
would need to be analysed in terms of its own particularity. This récognition was the stimulus
for a flowering of Black. minority ethnic. and post-colonial/ feminisms in the developed and
developing world, while at the same time forcing. White feminism into self-critique.
Differences between women, rather than between menand women, became a central focus, and
the theoretical challenge was to conceptualize the intersection of multiple ecross-cutting social
divisions. for example as a 'matrix of domination'.

The 'Black' critique was reinforced by, pestmodernism and post-structuralism. These
approaches questioned the very underpinmings of Western feminism as a modernist
Enlightenment project reliant on the suspect category 'woman'. If the meaning of 'woman' in
relation to 'man' is tied to particular contexts. there could be no universal category that applied
through time and space, nor general theory. The sex/gender dichotomy was equally challenged.
notably by Judith Butler and<her influential conceptualization of gender as "provisional' and
'performative’ (Gender Trouble, 1990). The focus on culture. language. identity. and
transgression is also chasacteristic of the attempt by 'post-feminism' at the dissolution of
gender.
