On May 25, 2011, the archives left by Thor Heyerdahl, the famous researcher and
explorer, were inscribed on UNESCO's Memory.of the World Register. Heyerdahl's
archives have become an official part of humanity's common heritage. This is
Norway's fourth contribution to UNESCO'ssMemory of the World Register, with the
three preceding contributions being the Leprosy Archives, held by the Umversity in
Bergen. which document the discovery of the cause of Hansen's disease; the
manuscript of the most famous Norwegian theatre script of all time, Hennk Ibsen's "A
Doll's House"; and a short film shet-during Roald Amundsen's South Pole Expedition.
Thor Heyerdahl's greatest achievenient, and the main reason for the inscription on the
Memory of the World Register”is the Kon-Tiki Expedition. It was in 1947 that Thor
Heyerdahl. Herman Watzinger, Knut Magne Haugland, Torstein Raaby., Erik
Hesselberg and Bengt Danielsson sailed 8,000km in a balsa raft from Peru in South
America to the island of Raroia in the Tuamotu Islands.

The contextdor this voyage was that, in 1941, Heyerdahl had put forth a theory in a
paper entitled Did Polvnesian Culture Originate in America?, in which he claimed that
Polynesia had first been colonized by Indians from South America. The theory,
contrary to common views, was dismissed by most researchers that Heyerdahl
contacted. The most frequent argument was that the cultures of South Amernica did not
possess ocean-going vessels. Thor strongly believed that the academic community
would not take hus theory seriously unless he disproved the widespread belief,
introduced by Samuel K. Lothrop's article entitled Aboriginal Navigation off the West
Coast of South America (1932), that balsa-rafts would sink after two weeks at sea.
Being a man of action, he organized the Kon-Tiki Expedition and carried out one of
the most celebrated mantime adventures of the 20th century.

PASSAGE 2:

Of what time is an"archaeological find? A date can be attributed to an artifact. And, of
course, dates may be used as the basis for chronological systems: they are important
for ordering the heterogeneous confusion of things found; and they allow comparisons
to be made according to the similarity and difference of dates.

The attribution of date does not answer the question of the time of a find, however.
Which date or moment or period of time is to be chosen? Normally date is accepted to
refer to the time of the making of an artifact. or the time of its incorporation in the
archaeological record. The relationship between the two times may be of interest to the
archaeologist as indicator of some social process such as curation. But why these two
dates? The archaeological find is also of our time in that it has been found. This date
may also be attributed to an artifact by recording dates of accession. But are usually
considered to be secondary to those dates which are conceived to belong to the original
context of the artifact—that which is of interest to the archaeologist.

All these dates are points upon a continuity. That continuity is the duration of the
material find. It is the durability of the find which allows there to be these different
dates which are chosen as significant moments along that continuity. In this respect it
15 common to refer to the life-cycle of an artifact. Raw material 15 taken and

exchanged. used, and lost or discarded. It may be recycled. This can be held to end
when the artifact enters the physical archacological record. But it is quite possible to
argue that, found in the archaeological excavation and written nto archaeological
discourse. an ancient artifact is being recycled.
