We all know someone who is incredibly bright and yet cannot seem to pull their life
together. The brilliant student who flunks out of university, or the incredibly intelligent
worker who can't seem to get ahead in their company. We know from our familiarity
with them that they have a good to superior intelligence level, but that doesn't seem to
be enough to ensure success. And at the same time, we can probably describe in some
form why we feel these people have not been successful. Our descriptions would
include certain behaviors that have nothing to do with intelligence levels.

Over time, scientists have begun 1o study why standard intelligence alone isn't
enough to predict performance in an individual.

But for now., let's say
that it is the ability to be aware of your emotions and the emotions of others and then
to use that Knowledge to help manage the expression of emotions so that they foster
success rather than cause roadblocks.

PASSAGE 2:

Many studies of the brain processes underlying the creation of memory consolidation
(lasting memories) have involved giving various human and animal subjects treatment,
while training them to perform a task. These have contributed greatly to our
understanding.

In pioneering studies using goldfish, Bernard Agranoff found that protein synthesis
inhibitors injected after training caused the goldiish to forget what they had learned. In
other experiments, he administered protein synthesis inhibitors immediately before the
fish were trained. The remarkable finding was that the fish learned the task completely
normally, but forgot it within a few hours — that is, the protein synthesis inhibitors
blocked memory consolidation. but did not influence short-term memory.

There is now extensive evidence that short-term memory is spared by many kinds
of treatments, including electro-convulsive therapy, that block memory consolidation.
On the other hand, and equally importantly, neuroscientist Ivan Izquierdo found that
many drug treatments can block short-term memory without blocking memory
consolidation. Contrary to the hypothesis put forward by Canadian psychologist
Donald Hebb. in 1949, long-term memory does not require short-term memory, and
vice versa.

Such findings Suggest that our experiences create parallel, and possibly independent
stages of memory. each with a different life span. All of this evidence from clinical
and experimental studies strongly indicates that the brain handles recent and remote
memory in different ways: but why does it do that?

PASSAGE 4:

Holmes and Rahe developed the Social Readjustment Rating Scale (SRRS) to measure
life change as a form of stress. The scale assigns numerical values to 43 major life
events that are supposed to reflect the magnitude of the readjustment required by each
change. In responding to the scale, respondents are asked to indicate how often they
experienced any of these 43 events during a certain time period (typically. the past
year). The person then adds up the numbers associated with each event checked. This
sum is an index of the amount of change-related stress the person has recently
experienced.

The SRRS and similar scales have been used in thousands of studies by researchers
all over the world. Overall, these studies have shown that people with higher scores on
the SRRS tend to be more vulnerable to many kinds of physical illness—and many
types of psychological problems as well. More recently, however, experts have
criticized this research, citing problems with the methods used and raising questions
about the meaning of the findings.

First, the assumption that the SRRS measures change exclusively has been shown to
be inaccurate. We now have ample evidence that the desirability of events affects
adaptational outcomes more than the changes that they require. Thus, it seems prudent
to view the SRRS as a measure of diverse forms of stress. rather than as a measure of
change-related stress.

Second, the SRRS fails to take into account differences among people in their
subjective perception of how stressful an event is. For instance. while divorce may
deserve a stress value of 73 for most people, a particular person’s divorce might merit a
value of only 25.

PASSAGE 5:

Clinical psychology is currently the most popular and predominant specialization
within psychology. It was not always this way. The beginning of psychology as a
distinct profession is typically dated to the ~founding of Wilhelm Wundt's
Psychological Institute in 1879. Wundt might today be classified more specifically as a
cognitive or perceptual psychologist. In any case, clinical psychology was not a central
or important interest of most of the carly, original European or American
psychologists who studied with Wundt.

By the time of the first meeting of the American Psychological Association (APA)
in 1892, only a minority of American psychologists would be described as having
interests consistent with today's clinical psychologists. The beginning of the explicit
specialization of clinical psychology is often attributed to the child psychologist
Lightner Witmer. who is credited with founding the first psychological clinic in
Pennsylvania in 1896, analogous to the founding of the first laboratory by Wundt.
Witmer called for the development of a profession of clinical psychology in the
prescient inaugural issue of his journal, The Psychological Clinic (Witmer,1907).
However, as indicated by the psychology historian Benjamin (1996), "his words often
fell on deaf ears".

Morton Prinee. however, did share Witmer's vision. "Prince is said to have created
the modern tradition of psychopathology and psychotherapy in the United States"
(Hilgard, 1987). Prince was a physician by education but a psychologist by preference.
He founded the Jowrnal of Abnormal Psychology in 1906. "It was the first journal of
its kind with an emphasis on experimental psychopathology" (Hilgard, 1987). Ernest
Jones, the analyst and Sigmund Freud's biographer, was an early associate editor.
Prince also founded the Harvard Psychological Clinic in 1927 and directed it within
the university's psychology department. Upon his death two years later, his "young"
assistant, Henry Murray, assumed its leadership. Murray (1956) stated that just prior to

PASSAGE 6:

Late in the nineteenth century, there were significant changes in Western thought
about the nature of children in their teen years. Evidence of this change in the United
States was the development of a public education system. child labor laws, and the rise
of the new concept of "adolescence," advanced by G. Stanley Hall, as a distinct
developmental stage.

Together with this change in the perception of youths came reform in the way that
society responded to their transgressions. Because adolescents were still developing
and were not vet adultlike, it was argued that their offenses were signs that they were
misguided. not inevitably destined for adult criminal careers. This placed an obligation
on society not to punish them. but to redirect their development in positive ways.
Rehabilitation was seen as more appropriate than punishment and retribution as a
response to youths' illegal behaviors. This notion of child welfare and rehabilitation
became the foundation for a new system of law to be applied to youths before a certain
age (often, 16 or 17). This new legal system would not find youths guilty of crimes,
but rather "delinquent” or "wayward" and not subject to the penalties that would have
been associated with their offenses if they were adults.

The new juvenile justice system had courts and judges, but instead of deciding guilt
and punishment, they were instructed to deal with juvenile cases according to the
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doctrine of parens patriae, as "a wise, merciful father handles his own child whose
errors are not discovered by the authorities". As expressed by Jane Addams (1935),
one of the moving forces behind the development of Chicago's juvenile court, the first
in the United States. in 1899: “The child was brought before the judge with no one to
prosecute him and with no one to defend him-the judge and all concerned were merely
trying to find out what could be done on his behalf. The element of conflict was
absolutely eliminated and with it, all notion of punishment.”
