The Arabic short story can be classified in three different periods. The first is “The
Embryonic Stage,” dated from the beginning of the 19th century to 1914: the works of
writers of this stage such as Salim Al-Bustani, Labibah Hashim, Khalil Gibran, Mustafa
Lutfi al-Manfaluti and others were described as melancholic. and they had adapted
Western short story techniques. The second stage, known as "The Trial Stage.” dated
from 1914 to 1925, may be called the traditional stage. in which we find clear attempts
for authentic voids. Writers of this new gtnre. such as Muhammad Taymour, Tahir
Lashin and others, felt it was necessary to study its techniques in Western literature and
approach it in a2 more unconventional way. And finally, “The Formative Stage.” which
extends from 1925 to the present. was opened by Mahmoud Taymour, where a new
narrative style emerged emphasizing the development and psychological analysis of the
characters in the stories with a more realistic approach. In the 1960s, the short story
achieved a distinguished level of grounding in specific artistic characteristics, including
an insistence on being short in length. encompassing a short time frame. having critical
and deep details, written in prose language. having a minimal number of characters, and
conveying an ambiguons ending which leaves the reader to his own imagination and
interpretation.

As to the Arabic script, there is still some dispute as to when it was developed. Some
writers indicate that its origin can be traced back to some 4.500 vears. but well
established archaeological records only go back to the 4th century A.D. These indicate
that the Arabic script evolved from Nabatean. a dircet descendant of Aramaic which is
itself the offspring of a Proto-Semitic alphabet—an early script, developed between the
18th and 16th centuries B.C., which also is the ancestor of all the European and, with
the exception of the Chinese, Asiatic alphabets, Early after the advent of Islam, Arabic
writing evolved into two types of scripts. Kufic, developed in the Iraqi city of Kufah.
has now largely been discontinued except for architectural design purposes. It lends
itself admirably to ornamentation and is still emploved extensively in art and
construction throughout the Islamic world.

The second. called Naskhi. a cursive script transcribed in a great variety of artistic
stvles. originated in Mecca and Medina. Noted for its beauty. it is the ancestor of modern
Arabic writing and exists today in many complex and decorative patterns. Both forms
lend themselves to the creation of exquisite aesthetic works.

In the 7th century. Arabic, immortalized in the language of the Qur'an. and Islam
became inseparable. As the Muslim armies moved through North Africa, then through
the Iberian Peninsula and eastward. from the Arabian heartland. to the heart of Asia, the
tongue of the Arabs as a part of the new religion. spread like wildfire. The masses of
newlv-converted Muslims, in many cases. took as their own the idiom of the congquering
men. In a few decades, it became a leading world language and the intellectual medium
which united most of the civilized world.

The nature of “the modern™ in the context of Arabic literary history involves twin
processes: first, renewed contacts with the Western world, something that was
considerably accelerated by European imperial incursions during the 19th century, and,
second. a renewed interest in the classical heritage of the Arabic language and Islam.
Particularly in analyvzing the earlier stages in the process known as al-nahdah
(“renaissance”). Western historians have for 4 long time placed much more emphasis on
the first of these factors. It is certainly true that the 19th century witnessed a vigorous
translation movement that introduced to the readership of Arabic literature examples of
genres such as the novel the short story, and the drama. All these genres were
subsequently produced within the literary milieu of Arabic, although the chronology and
pace of that process varied widely in different regions. However, as Arab literary
historians endeavored to trace the development of a modern literary tradition in different
regions and as creative writers themselves strove to find indigenous sources of
inspiration and modes of expression. a perceived need to incorporate the second
category mentioned above—that of the linkage between the classical heritage of the
Arab past and the crealivity of the present—became more pressing and led in many
regions to a reexamination of the balance between these two forces.

At the turn of the 21st century. the Arab creative writers operated at a local level within
a social environment that, constrained freedom of expression and indeed subjected
literature to strict forms of censorship. Many prominent Arab authors spent large
segments of their life in exile from their homelands for political reasons.
