PASSAEG I:

Migration 1s a generic term used to refer both to mmmigration (or in-migration) and to
emigration (or outmigration). Formally. these terms may refer to various types of change of
residence, but we customarily speak of immigration and emigration when the change of
residence is between nations. and of in-migration and out-migration when the change of
residence is between subunits of a nation. The term “net migration” is used to denote the
difference between the number of in-migratory events and the number of out-migratory events
with respect to a particular geographic unit time period.

A migration stream is defined as the total number of migratory events froin Place A to Place B
during a given time period. The counterstream is defined as the total nuniber of migratory events
from Place B to Place A. The sum of events in the stream and counterstream i1s termed the gross
interchange between A and B. The effectiveness of migration is defined as the ratio of the net
migration between A and B and the gross interchange between the (wo places. Logically, therefore,
the effectiveness of migration can vary from a low of 0 to a high of 1. For most pairs ol geographic
units the effectiveness of migration tends to be much closer to 0 than to 1.

Certain types of migration are commonly distinguished. Petersen (1975) made useful
distinctions between the concepts of free, impelled and forced migration. In free migration the
will of the migrant is the main factor. In impelied migration the will of the migrant is
subordinated to the will of other persons. In forced migration the will of other persons is
paramount, and the will of the migrant of no weight at all. Return migration is defined as
migration back to a place in which one had formerly resided. For most individuals who have
migrated several times during their lifetime, return migrations are an important component of
the total number of movements. Chain migration refers to the common pattern whereby a given
individual migrates to a particular destination in which he already has kin or friends who have
previously migrated from his own area of origin.

PASSAGE 2:

The world has changed dramatically over the past 10 years, but some of the issues that faced
the tourism industry in the early 1990's are still here today. The environment in which the
industry operates requires tourism stakeholders to fundamentally shift their strategic approach
not only to resolve long-standing issues but more importantly to effectively address current
challenges and capitalize on new opportunities.

Changing demographics. shifting travel patterns and volatile economic conditions are
increasing the pressure on industry stakeholders to develop effective campaigns and business
strategies. More recently. health and safety i1ssues such as pandemics and global security
concerns as manifested by WHTI have increased the urgency for industry action.

The challenges facing the tourism industry are complex and numerous. Addressing these
challenges will require a high level of coordination and cooperation to marshal resources more
effectively. Fiscal pressures and competing priorities among all F/P/T partners and tourism
stakeholders will require new and innovative partnership arrangements to respond to growing
competition and global opportunities.

Opportunities exist for governments and the private sector to seize the extraordinary
opportunity afforded by "mega events" occurring in Canada and abroad. For example, Canada
can learn from Australia’s experience with the Sydncy Games in 2000 as 1t prepares to host the
2010 Olympics in Vancouver. The Sydney Games demonstrated that strong public/private
partnerships and cooperation result in widcspread incremental benefits. The challenge
confronting governments and tourism stakeholders will be to establish the necessary linkages
to ensure the development of collaborative strategies in conjunction with maior international or
domestic events so that lasting benefits will be created across the country.

PASSAGE 3:

Ecotourism is a form of tourism involving visiting fragile. pristine, and relatively
undisturbed natural areas, intended as a low-impact and often small scale alternative to
standard commercial (mass) tourism. Its purpose may be to educate the traveler, to provide
funds for ecological conservation. to directly benefit the economic development and political
empowerment of local communities. or to foster respect for different cultures and for human
rights. Since the 1980°s ecotourism has been considered a critical endeavor by
environmentalists, so that future generations may experience destinations relatively untouched
by human intervention. Several university programs use this description as the working
definition of ecotourism.

Generally, ecotourism deals with living parts of the natural environmients. Ecotourism
focuses on socially responsible travel, personal growth, and environmental sustainability.
Ecotourism typically involves travel to destinations where flora. fauna. and cultural heritage
are the primary attractions. Ecotourism is intended to offer tourists insight into the impact of
human beings on the environment, and to foster a greater appreciation of our natural habitats.

Responsible ecotourism programs include those that minimize the negative aspects of
conventional tourism on the environment and enhance the cultural integrity of local people.
Therefore, in addition to evaluating environmental and cultural factors, an integral part of
ecotourism is the promotion of recyeling. energy efliciency, water conservation, and creation
of economic opportunities for local communities. For these reasons. ecotourism often appeals
to advocates of environmental and social responsibility.

The term 'ecotourism’, like 'sustainable tourism', is considered by many to be an oxymoron.
Tourism in general depends upon and increases air transportation, contributing significantly to
greenhouse gas emissions from combustion placed high into the stratosphere where they
immediately contribute to the heat trapping phenomenon behind global warming and climate
change. Additionally, the overall effect of sustainable tourism is negative, where, like
ecotourism, philanthropic aspirations mask hard-nosed immediate self-interest.
