Carrageenan, Lye and Sodium bisulfate are food additives and preservatives. There are
two basic grades of carrageenan, refined carrageenan (RC) and semi-refined
carrageenan (SRC). In the United States, RC and SRC are both labeled as carrageenan.
In the European Union (EU), RC is designated by the E number E-407, and SRC 1s E-
407a. RC has a 2% maximum for acid-insoluble material and is produced through an
alcohol precipitation process or potassium chloride gel press process, SRC contains a
much higher level of cellulosic content and is produced in a less complex process.
Indonesia, the Philippmes, and Chile are three main sources of raw material and
extracted carrageenan. Lye is used to cure foods such as lutefisk, olives (making them
less bitter), canned mandarin oranges, hominy. lye rolls, century eggs, and pretzels. It
is also used as a tenderizer in the crust of baked Cantonese moon cakes, and in lye-
water "zongzi" (glutinous rice dumplings wrapped in bamboo leaves), chewy southern
Chinese noodles popular in Hong kong and southern China, and Japanese ramen
noodles. In the United States, food-grade lye must meet the requirements outlined in
the Food Chemicals Codex (FCC), as prescribed by the U.S. Food and Drug
Admimistration (FDA). Lower or more caustic grades of lye are commonly used as
drain de-cloggers and oven cleaners. Sodium bisulfate is used as a food additive to
leaven cake mixes (make them rise) as well as being used in meat and poultry
processing and most recently in browning prevention of fresh-cut produce. The food-
grade product meets the requirements set out in the Food Chemicals Codex.

In intensive broiler sheds, the air can become highly polluted with ammonia from the
droppings. In this case a farmer must run more fans to bring in more clean fresh air. If
not this can damage the chickens' eyes and respiratory systems and can cause painful
burns on their legs (called hock burns) and blisters on their feet. Broilers bred for fast
growth have a high rate of leg deformities because the large breast muscles causes
distortions of the developing legs and pelvis, and the birds cannot support their
mcreased body weight. In cases where the chickens become crippled and can't walk
farmers have to go in and pull them out. Because they cannot move easily, the
chickens are not able to adjust their environment to avoid heat, cold or dirt as they
would in natural conditions. The added weight and overcrowding also puts a strain on
their hearts and lungs and Ascites can develop. In the UK, up to 19 mallion broilers die
in their sheds from heart failure each year. In the case of no ventilation due to power
failure during a heat wave 20,000 chicken can die in a short period of time. In a good
agrow out a farmer should sell between 92 and 96 percent of their flock, After the
marking of birds the farmer must clean out and repair for another flock. A farmer
should average 4 to 5 grow outs a year, Chickens are kept indoors but with more space
