Beech wood is an excellent firewood, easily split and burning for many hours with
bright but calm flames. Chips of beech wood are used as a fining agent. Beech logs are
burned to dry malts, giving them flavour. Becch is also used to smoke various
sausages, and some cheeses.

Some drums are made from beech. which has a tone between those of
maple and birch, the two most popular drum woods. The textile modal is a kind
of rayon often made wholly from the reconstituted cellulose of pulped beech wood. The
European species Fagus sylvatica yields a utility timber that is tough but dimensionally
unstable. It weighs about 720 kg per eubic metre and is widely used for furniture framing
and carcass construction, flooring and engineering purposes. in plywood and in
household items like plates, but rarely as a decorative wood. The timber can be used to
build chalets, houses and log cabins. Beech wood is used for the stocks of military rifles
when traditionally preferred woods such as walnut are scarce or unavailable or as a
lower-cost alternative. The fruit of the beech tree is known as beechnuts or mast and is
found in small burrs that drop from the tree in autumn. It is small, roughly triangular
and edible, with a bitter. astringent taste. They have a high enough fat content that they
can be pressed for edible oil. Fresh from the tree, beech leaves are a fine salad vegetable,
as sweet as a mild cabbage though much softer in texture. The young leaves can bhe
steeped 1n certain liquids for several weeks. the product strained oft and sweetened 1o
give a light green/vellow liquid called beechleaf noyau.

PASSAGE 2:

Reforestation is the natural or intentional restocking of xisting forests and woodlands
that have been depleted. usually through deforestation., Reforestation can be used to
improve the quality of human life by soaking up pollition and dust from the air. rebuild
natural habitats and ecosystems, mitigate global warming since forests
facilitate biosequestration of atmospheric carbon dioxide (CO2). and harvest for
resources, particularly timber. The term reforestation is similar to afforestation, the
process of restoring and recreating areas of woodlands or forests that may have existed
long ago but were deforested or otherwisc removed at some point in the past. Sometimes
the tenm re-atforestation is used to distinguish between the original forest cover and the
later re-growth of forest to an area. Special tools, e.g. tree planting bar, are used to make
planting of trees easier and faster. Reforestation of large areas can be done through the
use of measuring rope (for accurate plant spacing) and dibbers, (or wheeled augers for
planting the larger trees) for making the hole in which a seedling or plant can be inserted.
Indigenous soil inoculants (e.g., Laccaria bicolor) can optionally be used to increase
survival rates in hardy environments. A debatable issue in managed reforestation is
whether or not the succeeding forest will have the same biodiversity as the original
forest. If the forest is replaced with only one species of tree and all other vegetation is
prevented from growing back. a monoculture forest similar to agricultural crops would
be the result. However. most reforestation involves the planting of different feedlots of
seedlings taken from the area often of multiple species. Another important factor is the
natural regeneration of a wide variety of plant and animal species that can occur on
a clear cut. In some areas the suppression of forest fires for hundreds of years has
resulted in large single aged and single species forest stands.

PASSAGE 3:

Lumberjacks are workers in the logging industry who perform the initial harvesting and
transport of trees for ultimate processing into forest products. The term usually refers to
a bygone era (before 1945 in the US) when hand tools were used in harvesting trees.
Because of its historical ties. the term lumberjack has become ingrained in popular
culture through folklore, mass media and spectator sports, The actual work was difticult,
dangerous, intermittent. low-paying. and primitive in living conditions, but the men built
a traditional culture that celebrated strength, masculinity. confrontation with danger. and
resistance to modernization. A specialty form of logging involving the felling of trees
for the production of railroad ties was known as tie hacking. These lumberjacks, called
tie hacks. used saws 1o fell trees and cut to length. and a broadaxe to flatten two or all
four sides of the log to create railroad ties. Later, portable saw mills were used to cut
and shape ties. Tie hacking was an important form of logging in Wyoming and northern
Colorado and the remains of tie hacking camps can be found on National Forest land.
Meodern technology changed the job of the modern logger considerably. Although the
basic task of harvesting trees is still the same, the machinery and tasks are no longer the
same. Many of the old job specialities on logging crews are now obsolete.
Chainsaws. harvesters, and feller bunchers are now used to cut or fell trees. The tree is
turned into logs by removing the limbs (delimbing) and cutting it into logs of optimal
length (bucking). The felled tree or logs are moved from the stump to the landing.
Ground vehicles such as a skidder or forwarder can pull. carry. or shovel the logs.
