PASSAGE 2:

In Imagining the Modern City (1999), lames Donald gives a more detailed thought to the
question of how we might live together. He is critical of the two most popular
contemporary urban imaginings: the traditionalism of the New Urbanism (with its ideal of
community firmly rooted in the past). and the cosmopolitanism of Richard Rogers. author
of a policy document advocating an urban renaissance, a revitalized and re-enchanted city.

What's missing from Rogers vision, according to Donald. is “any real sense of the city
not only as a space of community or pleasurable encounters or self-creation, but also as
the site of aggression, violence, and paranoia™ (Donald 1999: 135). Is it possible, he asks.
to imagine a change that acknowledges difference without falling into phobic utopianism,
communitarian nostalgia. or the disavowal of urban paranoia?

Donald sets up a normative ideal of city life that acknowledges not only the necessary
desire for the security of home, but also the inevitability of migration, change and conflict.
and thus an “ethical need for an openness to unassimilated otherness™ (Donald 1999: 145).
He argues that it is not possible to domesticate all traces of alterity and difference. “The
problem with community is that usually its advocates are referring to some phantom of
the past, projected onto some future utopia at the cost of disavowing the unhomely reality
of living in the present™ (Donald 1999: 145).
