Jansen grew up in a generation that, even though it was based largely on "subjective
photography". more and more followed impulses emanating from America. for instance from
Ralph Gibson or Lee Friedlander. who brought "visualism" to Europe in the seventies. While
"visualism" possesses certain parallels to "subjective photography". it 1s .however. less
constructive and rational, oriented less towards the Baubaus. Instead., it is more emotion- based
and it observes less from the outside than it does from the inside. Jansen dedicated himself to
this sensitive outlook on evolution and decav: he assisted a little with arrangements. and
beyond that he observed with calm but also with anticipation the changes taking place around
him in time, eventually making his photographs when time had left sufficient traces. Jansen
thus evolved into a master of the clear transposition of the natural chaos that he observed. As
much as he did not like to intervene in the events of his decaying still-life arrangements, his
pictures are equally strongly characterized by his insistence on perfection. From the judiciously
undertaken. well-balanced illumination to the carefully selected camera position. everything
was designed to achieve a maximum of clarity in the composition. Jansen pursued his main
subject of still-life photography both in black-and-white as well as in color, which he kept very
subdued, although he also did not shirk from a saturated blue color as a background.

The Chauvet-Pont-d' Are Cave in the Ardéche department of southern Irance is a cave that
contains the earliest known and best preserved lgurative cave paintings in the world, as well as
other evidence of Upper Paleolithic life. It is located near the commune of Vallon-Pont-
d'Arc on a limestone chiff above the former bed of the Ardéche River, in the Gorges de
I'Ardéche. Discovered on December 18. 1994, it is considered one of the most significant
prehistoric art sites and the UN's cultural agency UNESCO granted it the World Heritage
status on June 22, 2014,

T'he cave was first explored by a group of three speleologists: Eliette Brunel-Deschamps.
Christian Hillaire, and Jean-Marie Chauvet for whom it was named. Chauvet (1996) has a
detailed account of the discovery. In addition to the paintings and other human evidence. they
also discovered fossilized remains, prints, and markings from a variety ol animals, some of
which are now extinct. Further studv by French archaeologist Jean Clottes has revealed much
about the site. The dates have been a matter of dispute but a study published in 2012 supports
placing the art in the Aurignacian period, approximately 30.000-32,000 BP.

pipeline slightly differently, The entertainment industries of film. TV, video games.
advertising, and visual effects utilize the three stages in a similar fashion. The preproduction
team will take its time to make sure to tell an engaging story with interesting characters. The
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production team. if the preproduction plans are laid out correctly, will then create the project.
The postproduction team will make the project that looked acceptable in the production stage
look fantastic by adding 2D visual effects and color corrections.

In the scientific industries of medical animation. architecture, product visualization. and
law, artists spend almost the entire production timeline in the preproduction stage. The final
products or assets created in these industries must be represented realistically and factually, and
rarely (if at all) be embellished. These industries invest a lot of time in the preproduction stage.
in the research and development of exactly what it is they are trying to represent or create. The
scientific industries employ not only 3D artists, but also many scientific professionals who are
consulting on these projects. In the production stage. the 3D artists create the product or asset.
Postproduction results in the output of the project or asset in its final form.
