PASSAGE 1

Of the musical arts of the earliest civilizations on the Iranian plateau, no tangible trace
has remained. The Persian Empire of the Achaemenian dynasty (550-331 BC). with all
its grandeur and glory, has left us nothing to reveal the nature of its musical culture. In
the writings of the Greek historians, we find but a faint glimmer of the musical life of
this period. Herodotus mentions the religious rituals of the Zoroastrians, which
involved the chanting of sacred hymns. Xenophon, in his Cyropedia, speaks of the
martial and ceremonial musics of the Persian Empire.

The first document of any extent on Persian music comes to us from the Sassanian
period (AD 226 642). At the Sassanian court, musicians had an exalted status.
Emperor Chosroes 11 (Xosro Parviz), ruler from AD 590 to 628, the splendor of whose
court is told in many legends, was patron to numerous musicians. Ramtin. Bamsad.
Azad, Sarkas and Barbod were among the musicians of this period whose names have
survived. Barbod was the most illustrious musician of the court of Chosroes II.
Numerous stories about this musician and his remarkable skills as performer and
composer have been told by later writers and poets.

PASSAGE 2
As director of church music for the city of Leipzig. Bach had to supply performers for
four churches: Peterskirche. Neue Kirche, Nikolaikirche, and Thomaskirche. His first
official performance was on May 30. 1723 with Cantata No. 75. Die Elenden sollen
essen. New works produced during this year include many cantatas and the Magnificat
in its first version. The first half of 1724 saw the production of the St. John Passion,
which was subsequently revised. The total number of cantatas produced during this
ecclesiastical year was about 62. of which about 39 were new works.

On June 11, 1724, Bach began a fresh atinual cycle of cantatas, and within the year
he wrote 52 of the so-called chorale cantatas. Indeed. during his first two or three years
at Leipzig, Bach produced a large number of new cantatas, sometimes at the rate of
one a week. The hectic pace of production required Bach (and other Baroque
composers) to invent or discover their ideas quickly: they could not rely on the
unpredictable arrival of “inspiration.” Consequently. the typical Baroque composer
had to be a traditionalist who readily embraced the musical conventions and
techniques of the time.

Paul Hindemith was taught the violin as a child. He entered the woirld of music by
studying conducting. composition and violin under Arnold Mendelssohn and Bernhard
Sekles. He acted as concertmaster of the Frankfurter Museumsorchester from 1915 to
1923 and played in the Rebner string quartet from 1914 in which he played second
violin, and later the viola. In 1921 he founded the Amar Quartet, playing viola, and
extensively toured Europe.

In 1922, some of his pieces were heard in the International Society for
Contemporary Music festival at Salzburg., which first brought him to the attention of
an international audience. The following year, he began to work as an organizer of the
Donaueschingen Festival. where he programmmed works by several avant garde
composers. including Anton Webern and Arnold Schoenberg. From 1927 he taught
composition at the Berliner Hochschule fiir Musik in Berlin. In the 1930°s he made a
visit to Cairo and several visits 10 Ankara where he led the task of reorganizing
Turkish music education and the early ¢fforts for the establishment of Turkish State
Opera. Towards the end of the 1930's. he made several tours in America as a viola and
viola d'amore soloist.
