PASSALEG 1:

The Greek language had begun to spread in Iran in the time of Alexander the Great. when
thousands of young aristocrats entered the cavalry formations of his army while soldiers were
incorporated in the infantry. Marriages between Iranian women and Macedonians, many of
whom remained in Iran, the founding of colonies, as well as commerce, administration, and
justice. all contributed to the replacement of Aramaic. which had been the official language of
the replacement Achaemenians, by Greek. The Greek language became in its turn the lingua
franca. and even under the Parthians continued to be taught in the Greek towns. As a result, a
large part of the population of the Plateau became bilingual. like the modern peoples of
Kurdistan or Azerbaijan or the tribes of the Baluchis or Kashgais.

The two inscriptions known on Parthian bas-reliefs are written in Greek, and those of
the first Sassanian kings bear. in addition to Pahlavi-Paithian and Pahlavi-Sassanian. a third
version in Greek. Greek was used for all business transactions from Greece to Bactria, and all
court cases between Iranians and Greeks were dealt with by Greek judges in accordance with
the Greek code.

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PASSAGE 2:

Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo was a Portuguese-born explorer who is credited with the exploration
of the coast of what is today the state of California. Sketchy military records from the period
show that early in his career he served with the Spanish army from 1520 to 1524 in Spain's
quest for subjugation of the people in what are today Cuba. Mexico, and Guatemala. Little is
known of his activities over the next decades. but apparently he succeeded in rising up through
the ranks of the military: in 1541, he was ordered by Antonio de Mendoza. the Spanish ruler of
Mexico. to explore the western coast of North America. Cabrillo set out in June of 1542 in
command of two ships. the San Salvador and the Victoria, he reached San Diego Bay on
September 28,1542, and claimed the terrain for Spain. The peninsula where he landed is today
named Cabrillo Point in his honor; the area has been established as a national monument and
park. and local residents each year hold a celebration and reenactment of Cabrillo's landing.

From San Diego, Cabrillo continued northward for further exploration of the spectacular
Calitornia coastline. By November 1542, he had reached as far north as San Francisco Bay,
although he missed the entrance of the bay due to a huge storm. Soon after. with the approach
of winter, he veered south and headed back to Mexico. He made it as far south as the Channel
Islands off the coast of what is today Santa Barbara. Cabrillo, who died on San Miguel Island
in the Channel Islands, never made it back to Mexico,
