PASSAGE 1

In agriculture, green manure refers to crops which have already been uprooted (and have often
already been stuffed under the soil). The then dying plants are of a type of cover crop often
grown primarily to add nutrients and organic matter to the soil (e.g. nitrogen-fixing crops).
Green manure is broken down into plant nutrient components by heterotrophic bacteria that
consumes organic matter. Warmth and moisture contribute to this process, similar to creating
compost fertilizer. The plant matter releases large amounts of carbon dioxide and weak acids
that react with insoluble soil minerals to release beneficial nutrients. Soil that are high in
calcium minerals. for example, can be given green manure to generate a higher phosphate
content in the soil, which in turn acts as a fertilizer. The ratio of carbon to nitrogen in a plant is
a crucial factor to consider, since it will impact the nutrient content of the soil and may starve a
crop of nitrogen, if the incorrect plants are used to make green manure. The ratio of carbon to
nitrogen will differ from species to species, and depending upon the age of the plant. The ratio
is referred to as C:N. The value of N is always one. whereas the value of carbon or
carbohydrates is expressed in a value of about 10 up to 90: the ratio must be less than 30:1 to
prevent the manure bacteria from depleting existing nitrogen in the soil. Rhizobium are soil
organisms that interact with green manure to retain atmospheric nitrogen in the soil. Legumes,
such as beans, alfalfa, clover and lupines, have root systems rich in rhizobium, often making
them the preferred source of green manure material.

PASSAGE 2

A heath or heathland is a shrubland habitat found mainly on low quality, acidic soils. and is
characterised by open, low growing woody vegetation. There are some clear differences
between heath and moorland. For example, moorland has a very peaty topsoil, and it is also
free-draining, whereas a heath is not. Heathland is favoured where climatic conditions are
typically warm and dry, particularly in summer, and soils acidic, of low fertility, and often
sandy and very free-draining; mires do occur where drainage is poor, but are usually only small
in extent. Heaths are dominated by low shrubs, 0.2-2 m tall. Heath vegetation is extremely
plant-species rich, and heathlands of Australia are home to some 3,700 endemic or typical
species in addition to numerous less restricted species. The fynbos heathlands of South Africa
are second only to tropical rainforests in plant biodiversity with over 7.000 species. In marked
contrast the tiny pockets of heathland in Europe are extremely depauperate with a flora
consisting primarily of heather (Calluna vulgaris), heath (Erica species) and gorse (Ulex
species). The bird fauna of heathlands are usually cosmopolitan species of the region. In the
depauperate heathlands of Europe bird species tend to be more characteristic of the community
and include Montagu's Harrier. and the Tree Pipit. In Australia, the heathland avian fauna is
dominated by nectar feeding birds such as Honey-eaters and lorikeets although numerous other
birds from emus to eagles are also common in Australian heathlands. Australian heathlands are
also home to the world's only nectar feeding terréstrial mammal: the Honey Possum. The bird
fauna of the South African fynbos includes sunbirds warblers and siskins. Heathlands are also
an excellent habitat for insects including ants. moths, butterflies and wasps with many species
being restricted entirely to it.

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PASSAGE 3

A corm is a short, vertical, swollen underground plant stem that serves as a storage organ used
by some plants to survive winter or other adverse conditions such as summer drought and heat.
A corm consists of one or more internodes with at least one growing point, generally with
protective leaves modified into skins or tunics. The tunic of a corm is formed from dead petiole
sheaths, remnants of leaves produced in previous years. They act as a covering, protecting the
corm from insects, digging animals, flooding, and water loss. The tunics of some species are
thin, dry, and papery. at least in young plants. however, in some families, such as Iridaceae, the
tunic of a mature corm can be formidable protection. For example some of the larger species of
Watsonia accumulate thick. rot-resistant tunics over a period of some years; the product is a
structure of tough, reticulated fibre. Other species, such as many in the genus Lapeirousia, have
tunics of hard, woody layers. Internally a typical corm mostly consists of parenchyma cells rich
in starch. above a circular basal node from which roots grow. Long-lived cormous plants vary
in their long-term development. Some regularly replace their older corms with a stack of
younger corms, increased more or less seasonally. By splitting such a stack before the older
corm generations wither too badly, the horticulturist can exploit the individual corms for
propagation. Other species seldom do anything of that kind; their corms simply grow larger in
most seasons. Yet others split when multiple buds or stolons on a large corm sprout
independently, forming a tussock. Corms can be dug up and used to propagate or redistribute
the plant. Plants with corms generally can be propagated by cutting the corms into sections and
replanting.
