Modern Western social movements became possible through education (the wider
dissemination of literature). and increased mobility of labor due to the industrialization and
urbanization of 19th century societies. It is sometimes argued that the treedom of expression,
education and relative economic independence prevalent in the modern Western culture are
responsible for the unprecedented number and scope of various contemporary social
movements.

However, others point out that many of the social movements of the last hundred years grew
up. like the Mau Mau in Kenya, to oppose Western colonialism. Either way. social movements
have been and continued to be closely connected with democratic political systems.
