Less than three years ago. doom merchants were predicting that the growth in video games
and the rise of the Internet would sound the death knell for children's literature. But contrary to
popular myth, children are reading more books than ever. A recent survey by Books Marketing
found that children up to the age of 11 read on average for four hours a week. particularly girls.
