Both the Greeks and the Romans minted coins. The Romans called the place where coins
were made and stored by the Latin word moneta, the ancestor of the English word money.
Even after coins were developed, however, the world was still a long way away from our
current system of money. Each city made its own coins, with no common way of exchanging
one type for another.Gradually, traders worked out different rates of exchange.

Another complication lay in the fact that for thousands of years. most peaple did not
use money for important purchases. Although the wealthier classes used money for major
transactions, ordinary people continued to barter for most things in their daily lives. For
example, workers would be paid in food, clothing. and shelter, rather than in money. Farmers
would grow food and make items for themselves. trading the tiny surplus for whatever they
could not make or grow.
