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Passage 1:

The Iranians were a branch of the Indo-European-speaking peoples whose nearest relatives
were the Indians. We know nothing of the migrations of the Indo-Iranians into their final
homelands in India and Iran. We can only conjecture ahout the circumstances of their
movements from comparative philology and archacology. The latter has made it seem probable
that originally the Indo-Europeans were centered on the Volga River, north of the Caspian Sea.
and dispersed from their homeland at various times. Indo- Iranians arrived in the Middle East
sometime before the 5th century B.C. From the Mitanni kingdom. which ruled in northern
Mesopotamia in the middle of the second millennium B.C., definite Indo-Iranian royal names.
such as Artatarna and Shuttarna, and the deities Mitra and Varuna appear in Babylonian
cuneiform records. It seems that only the ruling upper class of the Mitanni state was Indo-
Iranian. After the victories of the Assyrians over them in the middle of the 13th century B.C..
the Mitanni vanished from history.

When the separation of Indians and Iranians occurred is uncertain. but it was surely before
1000 B.C. Both peoples. even after their separation. called themselves Aryans, the meaning of
which is uncertain, but which perhaps meant "the lords." The Iranians were divided into tribes
that may have been distinguished from each other by dialect variations in their speech. The
most famous of the tribes were the Persians (Parsa) dnd the Medes (Mada). It is generally
thought that these two peoples entered Iran from the north through the Caucasus, while other
Iranians came to the Iranian plateau from the northeast, through central Asia.

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Passage 2:

The Eastern Highlands are a largely empty area of hill. steppe, and salt desert.
Physiographic conditions are better in the extreme northeast: in Khurasan, and at Meshed
(Mashad), which is an oasis at the foot of a range of hills, cultivation is well developed.
Meshed is a center of Shiite pilgrimage and is also a northern terminus of the Trans-Iranian
Railroad. It was in this general region. in the easternmost part of Khurasan, that a series of
earthquakes in August 1968 devastated the land, destroying numerous villages and killing over
10,000 people. It was the greatest natural catastrophe suffered by Iran in modern times.

The center of Iran consists of salt basins, many of which contain loose-sand desert or deep
salt swamp known as Kavir. As a result parts of this area remain uninhabited, even unexplored.
Some basins are fertile, and one of these contains Isfahan, a former national capital under the
Safavids, and a great tourist center because of its magnificent medieval buildings.

Lastly, the plain of Khuzistan, in the far southwest, contains a fertile area now being developed
by irrigation from the Dez Dam. The province is the outlet for part of Iran's oil fields and contains
the refinery port of Abadan, which handles oil only, and Khorramshahr, the chief commercial port
of Tran.

Passage 3:

Of all the areas that suffered from the Mongol conquest, Persian revived soonest and, in
the four centuries that followed the conquest. soared to the greatest heights. Its architecture was
as splendid as ever-notably the Blue Mosque in Tabriz. comoleted in 1465: the Royval Mosque
at Isfahan, completed in 1616; and the buildings erected by Tamerlane and his successors in
eastern Iran (at Samarkand and Herat) in the 15th century. Its decorative arts. especially carpet
weaving, acquired at that time a fully justified renown.

But the greatest and most characteristic art of post-Mongol Persian was miniature painting.
The origins of Persian miniature painting are to be found in earlier [slamic art, in China, and in
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central Asia, but its spirit reflects the themes and motifs. as well as the ideals, of Persian
poetry. Without attempting to give a chronology, it is possible to distinguish four major moods
in Persian miniatures. In the first, or heroic, mood the illustrations of Firdausi's great Persian
epic. Shah Nameh, provided occasions to depict the brilliant feats of princes and heroes of
Persian antiquity and to convey, through a mixture of artificial backgrounds and precision of
detail, something of the legendary and yet deeply living character of this epic work. A
particularly fine example of this heroic style is provided by the manuscript known as the
Demotte Shah Nameh.

The second, or lyrical, mood chose its themes from love stories and mystical poems. It
developed motifs such as permanently blooming gardens. A world of fantasy was created in
which precision and inventiveness of detail were prized over originality of composition or of
subject matter.
