PASSAEG 1:

Religion is a term used in several meanings that are not totally irrelevant from each other:
one is a figurative expression of the other. Here the term strictly means submissive attitude of
human conscience towards some sacred object. The sacred object means a superhuman
controlling power whose pleasure and displeasure are responsible for happiness and sufferings
of man. Hardly can any one claim to be without religion in this sense. Thus the history of
religion and its development are the same as the history of the development of human
consciousness. Of the various religions in their highly developed form, the religion of Islam is
usually classed among the latest. But as it is presented in the Qur'an. you will find it the oldest
or rather the only religion. the development of which is co-related with the development of
human consciousness. In other words as the Qur'an says it is the only faith with which human
consciousness is born. The main source of Islam is the Holy Qur'an. The Qur'an postulates
the existence of Superhuman Power as the Creator and Controller of the whole universe of
which man with his conscience and volition is a part. Thus the Qur'an says the religion 1s a
submissive attitude of human conscience towards that Almighty Power. It is the only religion
approved by the Almighty. To Him every finite thing or being has willingly or unwillingly
submitted. No salvation can be secured by any being but through submission to Him. All
Muslim schools of thought are unanimous in this definition of Islam. The differences between
the various schools of thought in Islam concern only with the details of this submissive
attitude.

PASSAGE 2:

Because the Qur'an plays a central role in Islamic law. almost all famous Qur'anic
commentators have been first and foremost experts in Islamic jurisprudence. With their sharp
legal minds and encyclopedic knowledge of tradition, they have scrutinized the sacred text
seeking to fix the precise meaning of every word and phrase and to eliminate all traces of
ambiguity. Still to this day, the most widely advocated approach to commenting on the Qur'an
is tafsir bi-l-mathur, which may be translated loosely as 'exegesis on the basis of tradition’, This
approach is epitomised by the commentary composed by the Syrian scholar Ibn Kathir,
Building on the work of his teacher Ibn Taymiya. he argued that exegetes should follow a strict
procedure drawing one by one on a hierarchy of authorities. To begin with, they should seek to
interpret the Qur'an solely on the basis of the Qur'an. This requires a knowledge of the whole
scripture together with a grasp of two fundamental principles established by earlier
commentators. First. in view of the fact that the Qur'an itself refers to the distinction between
ayas whose meaning is clear and others whose meaning is obscure to most people, the latier
should be interpreted by reference to the former. Second, apparent contradictions in the legal
material are to be explained in terms of abrogation (naskh). Ior instance, we must assume that
the command not to pray while drunk, has been abrogated by the subsequent total prohibition
of wine. After attempting to interpret the Qur'an in the light of the Qur'an, exegetes should next
turn to the Sunnah as preserved in the Hadiths to s¢e what bearing this has on the passage they
are studying. Then, after the Sunnah. there are the comments of the Companions. Failing that,
the sayings of their pupils, the Successors, may be taken into account provided they are not
contradictory. Finally, exegetes may draw on their knowledge of Arabic grammar and
lexicography.

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PASSAGE 3:

The central message of the Holy Qur'an. which runs through both the Meccan and the
Medinan suras, is that there is only one God and that He alone is to be worshipped and obeyed.
Nevertheless, the Meccan and the Medinan revelations differ in tenor and content.

The Meccan suras tend to be shorter than those revealed in Medina and to have relatively
short ayas. They contain six principal types of material. First, there are sections which are
called 'Messenger sections, because they are addressed primarily to Muhammad (S). the
Messenger of God. In these ayas, or groups of ayas, God revealed Himself to Muhammad (S)
as his Lord. commissioning him and giving him instructions about his devotions. Second. there
are 'signs sections'. These point to the wonders of God's creation as evidence of His
beneficence. which should elicit gratitude. and as evidence of His power. Third. there are
'polemical sections' in which the Arabs pagans are lambasted for worshipping other deities
besides Allah. Fourth, there are 'narrative sections'. Some of these relate how previous peoples
who rejected God's messengers were consequently destroved. Others describe the exemplary
lives of believers such as the Patriarch Joseph. and Mary the mother of Jesus. Fifth. there are
'eschatological sections' which describe in graphic detail the impending cataclysm: the last
judgment the pleasures of Paradise and the torments of Hell.
