PART C: Reading Comprehension

Passage 1

Shi'ism maintained a strong eschatological and legalist tradition through its central doctrine
regarding continued divine guidance available through the living Imam, whether manifest or
concealed. Muslim eschatology taught that the Mahdi among the descendants of the Prophet
would come as the ultimate ideal ruler to establish the ideal public order. He also served as the
authoritative precedent in extrapolating the terms of the Islamic revelation in order to formulate
fresh legal decisions. Since we (the Shi'is) also believe that Imam like the Prophet was
infallible, the Imam's guidance was treated as the living tradition, enjoving the same
unequivocal status as that reserved by the Sunni for the Qur'an and the sunnah.

Besides the Qur'an and the sunnah as sources for deriving religious praxis. Shi'i legal
theorists regarded human reason as an equally decisive basis for determining the scope of
divine purposes for humanity.

Shi'i legal thought was closely related to its rational theology in which reason, as a
discoverer of a legal injunction, was prior to both sources of Islamic revelation. Reason guides
a person to ethical knowledge. and it asserts that good and evil are rational categories.
However, reason needs a more categorical verdict on the religious injunctions, which can be
derived only from the absolute religious authority of the Prophet and his legitimate successors.
the Imams. Correlation can be established by extracting the general rules from the Qur'an and
the sunnah and inferring the ruling in particular cases through reason. Consequently. besides
the Qur'an and the sunnah, we include 'reason’ as a valid source for judicial decision that was
essentially deduced from the revelation. Also. the authority of the Imam's utterances was so
central to the decision-making process in jurisprudence that even when ijtihad (independent
reasoning) was admitted as a valid intellectual process in deducing judicial decision. it was
reasoning based on revelation and not on the intellect that was regarded as valid.

Passage 2

Muslim jurists and scholars have proclaimed that good intention changes acts ol habit into
acts of worship. Good intention creates a different world in human life. It is owing to the
absence of purity of intention that there are people who eat and drink and satisfy their animal
desires and while so doing they simply live on the same plane as the animals do. Its reason is
that their actions are actuated by no other motive than the gratification of animal desires. On
the contrary. there are also people who are. apparently, similar to the aforementioned people in
so far as they also satisfy their desires and enjoy the pleasures of life. Nevertheless. thanks to
the noble intention which motivates their actions, ¢ven their physical sell-fulfillment becomes
an act of worship for which they merit reward. The reason is that the motive behind all their
actions is to live in compliance with the Will of God.

It should be said that those whose lives are shorn of good intentions are liable to be
overwhelmed by their lusts and are likely to slide into a life of sin and moral decadence. On the
contrary, the purity of intention and high thinking are likely. with regard to people of the
second category. to stand in the way of their slipping into degradation. And due to the positive
attitude of Islam towards life, all this is ensured without depriving man of a wholesome
enjoyment of life. The real basis of this difference lies in the fact that while the one is always
mindful of God and remembers Him. the other is altogether negligent. 1t is this that makes the
former a pious, worshipful being, and the latter a heedless, self-indulgent animal.

Passage 3

Al-Ghazali is the foremost representative of this group who has developed an ethical
theory in which Platonic psychology serves as the groundwork of an essentially Islamic and
mystical worldview. In this theory. the table of the four cardinal virtues accords with the
Platonic virtues but admits of a series of subdivisions analogous to those of his predecessors. A
good example of the combination of religious and philosophical ideas in al-Ghazali is the
manner in which happiness can be achieved. Happiness, as the chief good. admits of two
subdivisions, the worldly and the otherworldly. Otherworldly happiness, which is our ultimate
goal. cannot be achieved without certain worldly goods. These include the four cardinal virtues
of wisdom. courage. temperance and justice, the bodily virtues of health, strength, good fortune
and a long life. the external virtues of wealth. kin, social position and noble birth, and finally
the 'divine virtues' of guidance. good counsel. direction and divine support. Those virtues are
referred to in the Qur'an and the hadith, al-Ghazali says. and the final virtue, 'divine support'. is
identified with the Holy Spirit.

The road to moral and spiritual perfection is described as the 'quest for God'. The seekers
after God must satisfy two conditions: their actions must be governed by the prescriptions or
ordinances of the 'divine law' (al-shar'). and they must ensure that God is constantly present in
their hearts. By this presence al-Ghazali means genuine contrition. adoration and submission,
born of the seeker's awareness of the beauty and majesty of God which a-Ghazali. like other
Muslim mystics or Sufis, regards as analogous to human passion or love ('ishq).
