With the gradual recognition of Kur'an. sunna, idjima' and kiyas as the four official "roots"

or sources of legal knowledge, methodological principles from which legal rules might be
legitimately derived, the terms fikh and fukaha gradually lost their original limitation to
deductions not based on tradition. Fikh came to mean the science which coordinated and
included all the branches of knowledge derived from the four roots: similarly, those who were

masters of this science were called fukaha, i.e.. jurists. Or fikh was used for the result of
deduction from the sources of positive law, that is the sum total of the deductions derived
from them, e.g.. wa-fi hadha 'l-hadith durdb min al-fikh. The Arabic sources contain numerous
reports about scholars who arranged the ilm or sunan in chapters and thence deduced the fikh
inferences. Of Abd Allah b. alMubarak it is said: dawwan al-ilm fi I-abwab wa I-fikh: of Abu

Thacr: sannaf al-kutub wafarra’ 'ala 'l-susan. Little value can be attached to the statement
ascribed to Hisham b. Urwa that many kutub fikh of his father’s perished in the flames on the
day of the battle of the Barra ( Biographien, ed. Fischer, 41). At that ancient period (Urwa died
in 94/712, the so-called "vear of the fukaha. when many died; Ibn Sacd.vi. 135) there could
be no real kutub in existence: the report can therefore refer, at the utmost. to rough notes only.
We might also mention the statement that Zuhri's fatwas were collected in three, Hasan al-
Basri's in seven books (asfar) arranged in the order of the abwab al-fikh.

PASSAGE 2:

Before the Prophet died, he had created the conditions for a universal brotherhood on the basis
of faith. a principle which he vigorously substituted for the old blood-ties and tribal loyalties
of the Arabs. Thus, the umma muslima, the Muslim Community as a fabric of society, with
its principles of internal solidarity, was brought into being under his own hands even though
it underwent further important developments later, including actual incorporation within
[slamic society of the non-Arabs which far outnumbered the Arabs themselves in course of
time. In his remarkably effective 'Farewell Pilgrimage' address. the Prophet enunciated and
formally pronounced those principles which suceinctly summed up all the developments that
had underlain the Islamic movement in its actual progress and towards which it had tended as
its goal. These are the principles of humanitarianism, egalitarianism, social justice. economic
justice, righteousness and solidarity. The text of this sermon, towards the authenticity of
which modern scholarship has also extended its general scepticism, must, nevertheless. be
accepted as being reliable on the whole. Internal evidence. including the strenuous
denunciation of usurious exploitation which had been equally emphatically condemned in the
Qur'an, and the long preparation after which it came (in the previous year the Prophet himself
did not join in the pilgrimage but remained in Medina where missions from Arab tribes were
pouring in), render it basically impregnable. In some of its later versions, however, some
interpolations have most probably been made, among them the sentence, 'An Arab has no
privilege over a non-Arab except on the basis of righteousness'. This idea undoubtedly
logically follows from the Qur'an and the Prophetic teaching.

Goldziher has repeatedly drawn attention to the fact that parallels between Roman and Islamic
law in the field of legal science are usually doubled by parallels in Talmudic law. (Goldziher
has even suggested that the terms fikh and fukaha. in their special technical reference to the
sacred law and its practitioners may have been influenced by the Latin terms (iuris)prudentia
and (iuris)prudentes; in Die Kultur der Gegenwart./iiil, 103). Some of the borrowings from
Roman law may. in fact. have been made through the medium of the Jews, as was first
suggested by von Kremer (Culturgeschichte des Orients. i, 535). This adoption of Roman (and
other) legal concepts and maxims occurred not through direct influence of one legal system
on another at the technical level, but through the medium of the cultured non-Arab converts
to Islam, whose education in Hellenistic rhetoric had made them acquainted with the
rudiments of law and they brought their familiar ideas with them into their new religion. When
Islamic legal science came into being towards the end of the first century of Islam (early 8th
century A.D.), the door of Islamic civilization had been opened wide to these potential
transmitters. That the early jurists of Islam consciously adopted principles of foreign law is
out of the question. The subject remains, in the words of Goldziher. "one of the most attractive
problems of this branch of Islamic studies".
