Gestalt therapy is an exploration rather than a direct modifving of behavior. Gestalt
therapy facilitates problem solving through inereased self-regulation and self-support
by the client. Beginning clients are usually concerned with the solution of problems. As
therapy goes on, the client and the therapist turn more attention Lo general personality
issues of the client.

The Gestalt therapy method involves contacting and focusing of awareness. The
therapist actively engages with the client. Rather than maintaining distance and
interpreting, the Gestalt therapist meets the client and guides active awareness work.
The therapist's active presence is alive and warm. honest, and direct. As appropriate.
clients are told how they are experienced, what is seen, how the therapist feels, and what
the therapist is like as a person. Growth occurs from real contact between real people.
Clients learn how they are seen and how their awareness process is limited, not primarily
from talking about their problems. but how they and the therapist engage each other
around the process. The focusing runs the range from therapist empathy to exercises and
experiments. The therapist attitude is to provide direct experience, not interpretation.
The task in therapy 1s to have the person become aware of previously alienated parts and
explore them and assimilate them if they want to.

Simpkins and Yontel describe three descriptive therapeutic principles: I and Thou,
What and How. and Here and Now. The | and Thou principle describes the horizontal
relationship between client and therapist. Therapists as well as clients show their full
presence. Both are responsible for themselves. Therapists are responsible for the quality
and quantity of their presence, for knowledge about themselves and the client. for
maintaining nondefensive posture, for keeping their awareness clear and for establishing
and maintaining the therapeutic climate.

PASSAGE 2:

In the vears between 1802 and 1809, Herbart succeeded in making a name for himself
not only as a philosopher, but also as an educational specialist through his many
publications. The idea of educational teaching is central to Herbart's theory of education,
which is founded on experience and on philosophical reflection. Like practical and
theoretical educationalists before him. Herbart also makes a distinction between
education and teaching. "Education" means shaping the development of character with
a view to the improvement of man. "Teaching" represents the world, conveys fresh
knowledge. develops existing aptitudes, and imparts useful skills. Herbart's reforming
pedagogics revolutionized the relationship between education and teaching. A new
paradigm of educational thinking and educational action was thus created.

Herbart described two contrasting routes ol educational reflection. The first —that of
analytical-educational thought- begins with his own experience and experimentation. It
leads initially to empirical pedagogics and then on to a philosophical theory of
education. This route enables the concepts that dominate the range of experience of the
person who starts out as a layman to be "explained" in increasing depth and to be "made
clear" through an ongoing process of philosophical reflection. This route of educational
thinking makes philosophy dependent, if only partially, on pedagogics. The second
route, that of speculative thinking establishing a synthesis, starts out from the principles
of a philosophical system that already exists and develops a theoretical and practical
doctrine of education from them.

In the earlv days of school counseling., counseling and other guidance services were
sometimes a function of part-time teacher-counselors. Generally, a teacher with little or
no training in counseling was released from teaching for a short time each day to do the
counseling job. In such a part-time role, little time was available to develop the counseling
relationship. even if the 'counselor” had the necessary skill to do so. Therefore, much of
the counseling consisted of little more than the giving of advice and information. The
counselor was viewed primarily as a person who could provide information about getting
into college or getting a job. With mainly vocational and educational problems being
brought to the school-counselor, self-disclosure by students seldom went beyond the
surface level. In the past decade. with better-trained counselors being hired in full-time
counseling positions, evidence began to appear that students now trust counselors enough
to discuss their personal concerns with them. Thompson reported that among school-
counselors' preferred and nonpreferred students, three problem categories (vocational,
emotional, and educational) were discussed in counseling interviews. It was observed that
more problems from the emotional category appeared among the counselors' nonpreferred
counseling group. Thompson's study would seem to support the notion that students are
more comfortable in discussing emotional or personal concerns than the counselor is in
listening to them. As Schofield pointed out. most professional therapists prefer to work
with patients having fewer and less serious problems and, consequently, a higher
expectancy for improvement.
