PASSAGE 1:

Some decades before the translation movement from Greek into Arabic began, a battle
over the ultimate source of Law had already been fought and won by Traditionalist
Islam, represented by the well-known Ibn Idris al-Shafi’i (d. 204/820). The triumph of

the theory of the divine origins of law compelled Islamic jurisprudence to dissociate
itself from all rationalist tendencies involved in philosophical ventures. Chief among
these tendencies were the discussions on metaphysics in which logic served as the
guiding spirit of philosophical argumentation. Associated with such heretical
enterprises, logic as an organon of philosophy could hardly be distinguished from
substantive metaphysical doctrines, and in such an environment Traditionalist
jurisprudence kept suspected logic at bay.

Until the fifth/eleventh century, Sunni jurisprudence succeeded to a significant
extent in resisting the influences of Aristotelian formal logic. In Shafi’i’s theory, for
instance, no formal arguments were recognized; his typology of arguments was
confined to analogy, argumentum e contrario and a fortiori arguments. Any
rudimentary deductive arguments that may be discerned in his positive legal system
were, for him as well as for his successors, but linguistic arguments. Even towards the
end of the fourth/tenth century, long after the translation of Greek philosophical works
was undertaken, Sunni jurisprudence was still little affected by the introduction of
Greek formal logic.

PASSAGE 2:

We encounter several problems when trying to summarize the development and
establishment of the essential aspects of aga 'id (theology). The first serious problem is
the multiplicity and diversity of views regarding this issue, not only between the
mainstream interpreters of aqga’id (the Mu'tazila, Ash‘ari, Maturidi and Salafi
schools), but also among the followers and the promoters of the views of these
schools. The second problem is of a more technical nature, namely the fact that no
comprehensive and generally accepted assessment of the importance of the theory of
knowledge in aqga’id and particularly in kalam (speculative theology) yet exists.
Nevertheless, it is impossible to correctly understand this matter without becoming
acquainted with the general characteristics and individual features of the most
prominent authors of aga 'id literature, and their exposition of the theory of cognition.

Every doctrine employs its own arsenal of terms. In kalam it is very important to
use the terms proof (dalil), reasoning (nazar), knowledge (ilm) and presumption
(zann). There is no particular need to insist that understanding the concepts expressed
by these terms is vital for the understanding of any epistemological form in kalam. A
holistic insight into this discipline and consideration of its epistemological form is
certainly more important than understanding the terms in themselves. Aga id covers
not only strictly substantive theological issues, but also those that belong to the
epistemological and methodological field. In any serious study of issues in the field of
Islamic belief, particularly theological issues, both these elements should be taken into
account for a correct understanding of the theoretical aspect of theology.

Scholars of the Science of legal sources, including the Shafiite 1zz-al-Din ibn Abd-al-
Salam, the Hanbalite Ibn Qaiyim al-Jawziyyat and the Malikite Abu Ishaq al-Shatibi,
were agreed that legal rules are based on causes and purposes “all of which are
founded on the interests of human beings in this life and the life here-after.” [1]

Consequently, all rules, even those based on legal texts, should cease to apply when
the effective causes on which they are based and which provide their raison d’étre, no
more exist. This is in accordance with the original principle that “a legal rule based on
an effective cause depends for its existence on the existence of its effective cause.”

As a logical consequence of this principle, legal rules change with the change of
their effective causes and purposes—a principle on the basis of which jurists have laid
down the general rule that it is undeniable that laws change according to changes in
times, places and conditions.
