Passage 1:

Education was of primary importance to the English colonists and was conducted at home
as well as in established schools. Regardless of geographic location or finances. most
Americans learned to read and compute numbers. For many. the Bible and other religious tracts
were their only books; however, the excellent language contained in such works usually made
them good primers. Many families owned one or more of Shakespeare's works, a copy of John
Bunyan's classic A Pilgrim's Progress, and sometimes collections of English literary essays,
poems. or historical speeches.

In 1647 the Massachusetts School Law required every town of at least 50 households to
maintain a grammar school. The law was the first to mandate public education in America. In
the middle colonies at the time, schools were often dependent on religious societies, such as the
Quakers and other private organizations. In the South, families employed private tutors or
relied on the clergy to conduct education. At the outset. most elementary schools were for
boys, but schools for girls were established in the cighteenth century in most cities and large
towns. In spite of the informal atmosphere of most American schools. the literacy rate in the
colonies of mid-eighteenth-century America was equal to or higher than in most Furopean
countries.

Before the American Revolution, nine colleges had been founded. including Harvard,
William and Mary. Yale, the College of New Jersey (now Princeton), Brown, Rutgers,
Dartmouth. and Kings College (later Columbia University). By 1720 the natural sciences and
modern languages were being taught. as well as courses in practical subjects such as mechanics
and agriculture. At the end of the eighteenth century, medical schools were established at the
College of Philadelphiaand at King's College.

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Passage 2:

The theories of John Dewey (1859-1952). philosopher and educator. have had a tremendous
impact on generations of thinkers. Dewey viewed life as a continuously reconstructive process,
with experience and knowledge building on each other. He believed that learning is more than
the amassing and retention of information; learning is learning how to think. Thinking is not
something abstract; it is a living process that starts when old habits meet new situations.

For Dewey. experience cannot be separated from nature because all experience is rooted in
nature. Nature is what we experience: air, stones, plants, diseases. pleasure, and suffering.
Dewey believed that experience is an interaction between what a person already knows and the
person’s present situation. Previous knowledge of nature interacts with the present
environment. and together they lead to new knowledge that in turn will influence future
experience.

Dewey asserted that experience is central to education: however, experience cannot be
equated with education because all experiences are not necessarily educative. Experience is
educative only when it contributes to the growth of the individual. It can be miseducative if it
distorts the growth of further experience. It is the quality of experience that matters. Thus.
productive experience is both the means and the goal of education.

Dewey felt that education should be problem-centered and interdisciplinary rather than
subject-centered and fragmented. The methods and curricula of education must make the
child's growth the central concern, Furthermore, truly progressive education must involve the
participation of the learner in directing the learning experience.

In the 1960s a young American research psychologist, Daniel Kahneman, became interested
in people's inability to make logical decisions. That launched him on a career to show just how
irrationally people behave in practice. When Kahneman and his colleagues first started work.
the idea of applying psychological insights to economics and business decisions was seen as
rather bizarre. But in the past decade the fields of behavioral finance and behavioral economics
have blossomed, and in 2002 Kahneman shared a Nobel Prize in economics for his work.
Today he is in demand by business organizations and international banking companies. But, he
says. there are plenty of institutions that still fail to understand the roots of their poor decisions.
He claims that, far from being random, these mistakes are systematic and predictable.

One common cause of problems in decision-making is over-optimism. Ask most people
about the future, and they will see too much blue sky ahead, even if past experience suggests
otherwise. Surveys have shown that people’s forecasts of stock market movements are far more
optimistic than past long-term returns would justify. The same goes for their hopes of ever-
rising prices for their homes or doing well in games of chance, Such optimism can be useful
for managers or sportsmen, and sometimes turns into a self-fulfilling prophecy. But most of the
time it results in wasted effort and dashed hopes. Kahneman's work points to three types of
over-confidence. First. people tend to exaggerate their own skill and prowess; in polls, far
fewer than half the respondents admit to having below-average skills in, say. driving. Second,
they overestimate the amount of control they have over the future, forgetting about luck and
chalking up success solely to skill. And third, in competitive pursuits such as dealing on shares.
they forget that they have to judge their skills against those of the competition.
