Passage I:

In the study of Traditions the period from 850 to 945 was one of consolidation. By the
vear 850 many thousands of anecdotes about the Prophet were in circulation. and scholars like
Ahmad ibn-Hanbal were well aware of the need for a eritique of these anecdotes to distinguish
those which were sound and authentic from the false. The critique practiced was one based
essentially on the credentials of the transmitters. By about 850 there was a wide consensus of
scholars that this type of critique was satisfactory, and some men therefore set about making
collections of 'sound Traditions'. Among the early collections were two of the greatest, those of
al-Bukhari (d.870) and Muslim (d.875). Each is called A/-Jami' as-sahih. which might be
rendered "The Sound Collection’, and is divided into 'books' or chapters, each of which contains
the sound Traditions relevant to a topic of concern to the jurists.

During the next half-century four other collections were made which came to be regarded.
along with the first two. as specially reliable. There were Al-Jami" as-sahih of at-Tirmidhi
(d.892). and three. by Ibn-Maja (d.886). Abu-Dawud (d.888) and an-Nasa'i (d.915). each called
Stunan, that is, the Sunnas or practices of the Prophet. These were by no means the only
collections that were made about this time, but these, often called ‘the six books', came to be
highly regarded by large numbers of scholars. They are sometimes referred to by European
scholars as 'canonical', but there was never any official statement to this effect. and indeed no
body capable of making such a statement. The six books approved themselves gradually by
their own merits: even in the fourteenth century there were a few scholars who questioned the
complete reliability of [bn-Maja.

Passage 2:

Avicenna was born in 980 near Bukhara and spent the early part of his life there. He had
some teachers. but much of his vast learning was obtained by his own undirected reading. In
his autobiography he records that he had some difficulty with Aristotle’s Meraphysies until he
came across a small book on the subject by al-Faraibi, When he was twenty-two, his father
died and he had to seek employment as an official in the local administration. In the troubled
circumstances of the times. he frequently had to move to a post in another centre. From about
1015 to 1022 he was in Hamadhan and for part of the time had the onerous and dangerous
position of vizier to the local Buwayhid emir. There were experiences of imprisonment and
flight. Later he was in Ispahan with the founder of a minor dynasty. He died in 1037 on an
expedition to Hamadhan. While, as he acknowledges. he was under the influence of al-Farabi,
he seems to have given more attention than the earlier thinker to metaphysics and logie, and
less. despite his involvement in political life. to political theory. He was also something of a
mystic. While his metaphysics is clearly in the Neoplatonic tradition, he is just as clearly an
original thinker of great power,

distinguished writers in the east. especially in Persia. whose teaching combined philosophy
with theosophy.

culminating in [bn-Rushd or Averroes (1126-98), the great commentator on Aristotle. who had
a great influence on European Christian thought but little on that of the [slamic heartlands.

It was only at one or two isolated points that Greek conceptions came into the main
stream of  Islamic thought. One such point was the late eighth and early ninth centuries, when
a number of Greek ideas were taken over. used and discussed by the rational theologians. After
the reign of al-Ma'mun. however, there was no further absorption of Greek ideas for about two
and a half centuries, until al-Ghazali (1058-1111) began to study philosophy for himself, He
concluded that there was nothing in mathematics or natural science (physics) which was
contrary to the Islamic faith, but saw that they could lead to false attitudes. Logic he held to be
very useful to the theologian, and he wrote some books commending it to the ulema,
Metaphysics. politics and ethics he thought should in general be rejected since they frequently
contradicted Islamic doctrine.

Al-Ghazali well expresses the final attitude of Islam toward the 'foreign sciences', namely,
that they are to be judged by their conformity to religious doctrine or lack of it. In other words,
reason was to be tolerated only in so far as it was completely submissive to faith. This is an
attitude which is basically in opposition to the Greek philosophic trust in reason—following the
argument whithersoever it leads.
