PART E: Reading Comprehension

PASSAGE 1:

The collection of interviews comprises a sociolinguistic survey or a secial dialect survey.
The resulting corpus of speech is similar to a regional dialect survey in which speakers
from a range of locales are asked, e.g., to name objects or "translate” a set of sentences
into their local vernacular. But the data gathered in a sociolinguistic survey is less
subject to interference from standardized norms or perceptions about what is or is not
correct. This is because the primary data consists of a stream of spontaneous speech.
The trade-off associated with this spontaneity is that it is impossible to control the data
that is gathered. That is, the researcher cannot be sure that all speakers will produce
tokens of a variable at the same rate and in exactly the same linguistic contexts. This is
one reason why sociolinguistic interviews are generally very lengthy. This maximizes the
chance of obtaining comparable data from all speakers.

Other methods may be used to increase the likelihood of obtaining numerous tokens
of a variable. For example, if a researcher is interested in how speakers pronounce the
diphthong in couch, it is possible to gain a lot of very clear tokens of the sound through
the use of so-called semantic differential tests, This involves asking interviewees a
question like "What is the difference between a couch and a sofa?' Or the researcher
might use a rapid and anonymous survey to quickly obtain a number of tokens of a
variable. A famous example of this methodology is Labov's study of the presence or
absence of /r/ in the speech of employees in several department stores in New York City.
He gathered hundreds of tokens by asking for directions to a product that he knew was
sold on the fourth floor. Whenever someone directed him to "The fourth floor," he
noted carefully whether or not they pronounced the /r/ in either fourth or floor.

Recently, sociolinguists have begun to explore even more creative methods for
exploring the complex relationship between social and linguistic factors and variation
and change. The methods of social dialectology foeus exclusively on production of
language: what variants do speakers use in different (social or linguistic) contexts? Some
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work has begun to also ask whether social or linguistic factors have an effect on the way
speakers perceive language, e.g., do people hear something different if they think they
are listening to speakers with different social attributes? Work in this area suggests that
this may indeed be the case.

PASSAGE 2:

Charles Lutwidge Dodgson is perhaps not a name that is universally recognized, but
Dodgson did achieve enormous success under pseudonym Lewis Carroll. He created this
pseudonym from the Latinization, Carofus Ludovicus, of his real given name. It was
under the name Lewis Carroll that Dodgson published the children's books Alice's
Adventures in Wonderlands (1865) and its sequel Through the Looking Glass (1872).
Though Dodgson achieved this suceess in children's literature, he was not an author of
children's books by training or profession. His education and chosen field of pursuit
were far removed from the field of children's literature and were instead focused on
theoretical mathematics.

Dodgson graduated with honors from Christ Church, Oxford, in 1854 and then
embarked on a career in the world of academia. He worked as a lecturer in mathematics
at Oxford, and later in his career, published a number of theoretical works on
mathematics under his own name rather than under the pseudonym that he used for his
children's stories. He produced a number of texts for students, such as A Syflabus of
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Plane Algebraical Geometry (1860), Formulae of Plane Trigonometry (1861), which was
notable for the creativity of the symbols that he used to express trigonometric functions
such as sine and cosine, and A Guide for the Mathematical Student (1866). In a number of
more esoteric works, he championed the principles of Euclid; in Euclid and His Modern
Rivals (1879), he presented his ideas on the superiority of Euwclid over rival
mathematicians in a highly imaginitive fashion, by divising a courtroom trial of anti-
Eluclid mathematicians that he named "Euoclid-wreakers” and untimely finding the
defendants guilty as charged. Curiosa Mathematica (1888-1893) made a further defense
of Euclid’s work, focusing on Euclid's definition of parallel lines. These academic works
never had the universal impact of Dodgson's works for children using the name Lewis
Carroll, but they demonstrate a solid body of well-regarded academic material.

PASSAGE 3:

The complexity underlying speech first revealed itself in patients who were suffering
various communication problems. Researchers began noticing analogous responses
among patients with similar injuries. The ancient Greeks noticed that brain damage
could cause the loss of the ability to speak (a condition known as aphasia). Centuries
later, in 1836, Mare Dax deseribed a group of patients that could not speak
normally. Dax reported that all of these patients experienced damage to the left
hemisphere of their brain. In 1861, Paul Broca described a patient who could utter only
a single word—*‘tan’. When this patient died, Broca examined his brain and observed
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significant damage to the left frontal cortex, which has since become Kknown
anatomically as ‘Broca’s area’. While patients with damage to Broca's area can
understand language, they generally are unable to produce speech because words are
not formed properly, thus slurring their speech.

In 1876, Carl Wernicke discovered that language problems also could result from
damage to another section of the brain. This area, later termed *Wernicke's area’, is
located in the posterior part of the temporal lobe. Damage to Wernicke's area results in
a loss of the ability to understand language. Thus, patients can continue to speak, but
the words are put together in such a way that they make no sense. Interestingly, in most
people (approximately 97%) both Broca’s area and Wernicke’s area are found only in
the left hemisphere, which explains the language deficits observed in patients with brain
damage to the left side of the brain.
